Political Free Lances.

The catch words of the politician are
often possessed of more significance than
either their originator or his hearers may
suppose. The “*campaign” of & Party re-
sembles very closely that of an army, both
in its tactics and its disregard of the laws
that govern civil life. Allis fair in ‘war
and polities, scrupulosity being & failing of
neither the generalissimo nor the candie
date. Likean army, the political party
has its scouts, advance guards, and numer-
ous hangers on, or camp followers, It has.
also its irregulars or free lances, of easy
faith, who are ready to plunder either
party, or strike out for themselves, on
emergency. It would be unjust to ascribe;
the latter traits to those whom we have
called the Political Free Lances, the
figure only holding good, generally, in
their light allegiance o party ties, and
their ready independence of the party;
whips. Inthe United States, where poli-
tics are reduced to o science, the num-
ber of ¢ leaders,” with or without a fol-
lowing, is large, and their prineiples of
every shade. ** Straight’”’ Republicans and

" Democrats are the regular army; ** bolt-

ers” of either branch, ** independents,”
« gonservatives’’ *‘ new departure men,”
and others, form the irregular contingents.
Men of one idea, like Wendell Phillips,
and men of no ideas, like G. F. Train, are
the prominent leaders.

Nearly every state has- its quota of Wo-
man Suffragists, Temperance men, and
Labor Reformers, who nominate each one
its separate ticket, and poll a slender vote
ateach election. Occasionally one or the
other holds the balance of power, and then
it is curious to note the sudden conversions
to the opinions of that party, on the part
of rival candidates. - Republicans are true
Republicans and labor reformers; Demo-
crats are Democratic to the heart, and
‘Woman Suffragists to the core-of the heart.’
Election to office may weaken this devc-
tion to a cherished principle, but it only
weakens, never destroys it. Next year
they are equally fervent in their ‘protesta-
tions, and no doubt equalty ‘fincere.

Whatever the temporary effeet of such
influences may be, there is little doubt but
that the ¢ Labor Quession’ ‘and the
« Woman Question” will soon ‘be pro-
minently before the people, and still more
seriously will they have to decide upon the
case of Protection versus Free Trade. The
latter has many and influeritia]l adherents,
particularly 10 the Western States, whither
the oft quoted *‘ Star of Kmpire’’ tends.
The West is jealous of the protection ex
tended by National influence to Eastern
manufactures, and begins to clamor for
justice ; and when the young giant calls
for favor or fair play, he generally speaks
in unmistakeable tones. Per contra,the East
clamors for free breadstuffs ; each realizing
the merits of protection only when applied
to itself, and both unconsciously preparing
the way for the ultimate measure that will
benefit all, that of unaestricted and un-
hampered [ree trade.

Summer Amusements.

« Summer and song birds’’ are on the
eve of arriving. Winter is at last preparing
for departure ; and although some weeks
must pass before the last vestige of his pre-
sence fades from view, the new season is
heralded by the birds in the trees of the
Old Burial Ground and the Advance
Agents of BSerenaders and Theatrical
Troupes. When we read the *‘locals”
which tell us that those who cater to
amuse the public have found us out once
more,—when we read of the approach
of theso harbingers of Summer, we begin
to realize that the Winter of our discon-
tent is about to melt before the genial in-
fluences that will soon pour in upon us by
rail and steamboat from ou> neighbors over
the line. Soon the trains and boats will
oome laden with the thousands who annu
ally migrate in this direction, whether on
business or pleasure bent, or seeking to
discover some new thing in this unknown
land under British rule—whether the push-
ing commercial traveller with his extra
finished samples, or the capitalist urgent to
secure mill sites or timber lands. The
wave of travel will presently dash in upon
us, not to recede until the autumn months
have arrived. But what we need particu-
larly from our Republican brethren is a
liberal share of rational amusements. We
have been listening to serious Lectures and
Legislative spoutings all winter ;. have had
several angry controversies and much un-
necessary jarring cotemporary with finan-
cial panics and snow blockades; and the
winter altogether has been ‘¢ a hard one.”
We require now some milder ard more
enjoyable mental food,—something light,
easily digested and otherwise pleasant.
Serenaders, Theatrical Troopers, first «11ss
M inistrel Entertainments, Musical Con-
ventions, Mendelssohn Quintette Clubbists,
Sleight of Hand performers, and other Illu-
sionists, Delusionists, Wizard-like Necro-
mancers and Circus and Menagerie people,
are nowin order. And if we could only
secure Readings or Lectures from some of
the first class American Humorists the cup
of our happiness would be full to over-
flowing. Amusements, indeed, we must
have, but they must be good. Only first-
class entertainments should be patronized.
We are near enough to our neighbors to
obtain the best wares of this description
they have to offer,and if brazen impudence,
instead of first rate talent, presents itself
for our recognition and our money, we

bation of the insult. Andin this connexion
we should remember that talent is more
expensive in these days than it used to be.
'We have the reputation of being a ** quar

ter dollar town;” from the fact that the
bulk of our amusement loving citizens care
not to advance beyond the twenty five cent
piece for anything in this line. We may
be required to disburse several times this
amount if we would hear Mark Twain, or
listen to really good Music, or spend an
evening in the not yet finished Academy of
Music with Signor Blitz or some renowned
Operatic Star. 1f our tastes require the
best in these lines we must be prepared to
pay handsomely for it; and this course
will bo even less expensive to- pater fami-
lias, take the year all through, than the
present fashion which leads our citizens to
patronize every ten cent tea meeting or
cheap concert that is improvised in any
quarter of the town. The taste fora high-
er stylo of art being cultivated, the cheap
and worthless imitations of amusement:.
will seem insipid and die out for want o:
gullible patrons.

Independence and its Advocates.

In the Session of Parliament which

.opened this afternoon at Ottawa, itisto

be hoped, the Leaders of Parties will
declare themselves unequivocally on the
question of Canadian Independence. Thesa
gentlemen, on both sides of politics, haw
been brought into intimate. relation with
the leading statesmen of England, and
there is litile doubt that they know the
mind of British ralers on the subject.
They ought to give Canada the benefit o
such information.

Hon. William McDougall, C. B., allege
that he speaks the views of English states
men when he warns us to prepare for
Independedce. He assures us that this
opinion is based upon his personal inter-
course with these great men. Sir A. T.
Galt has made similar statements. But
then both'the Knight and the C. B., like
the Halifax Chronicle and Mr. Howe, oc-
casionally indulge in the ¢ sensational.”

The next most talented leader of the
Independence movement, Mr. Dayid Main,
Editor of the Sz. Croiz Courier, has not
enjoyed the advantage of unrestricted, con-
fidential conferences with Imperial states-
men ; but being a gentlemen of sound
judgment ; an Editor whose husiness it is
to scan the political horizon, impartially,
from week to week, and carefully note the
movements of the hour; a Watchman,
placed by Providence on the Border lize,
to preserve the peace and promote good
feeling between two great Nations, he is
probably as much of a Prophet as either of
the other gentlemen of the Independence
School. The explanation of Mr. Main’s
views, however, is probably to be found in
the fact of his residing in the same locality
as Mr. Bolton, M. P., whose radical ten-
dencies in this direction may bhave over-
flowed upon his neighbors, leading them
to think more lightly of British Connection
than they ought to think. Although Mr.
Bolton was recently in Kngland, we have
not understood that he was taken into the
confidence of the British Government on
this subject of Independence. If he had
been, the public, no doubt, would have
been so informed by thisdate. Of course,
it is merely supposition on our part tka:
the movements of so great a Radical planet
as Mr. Bolton may have affected the
calm judgment of so matter of fact a -per
son as our friend of the Courier; but
in no other way can we account for Mr.
Main’s earnest advocacy of Independence.

Government and Opposition in Parlia-
ment, doubtless, will unite to declare the
mooting of the guestion premature; but
some interesting discussions may be ex-
pected, especially if Mr. McDougall be
called -upon to show cause for believing
British statesmen favorable to the new
movement.

Better Terms.

The Toronto Globe, as the leading organ
of the Oppusition, indicates the subjects on
which the Dominion Government will be

assailed at the approaching Session. These
inclade the Washington Treaty, ** Mr.
Howe’s escapade,’’ Dr. Tupper’s ‘‘ charm-
ing little peccadilloes’ (a sprat thrown to
the N.S. Opposition) ,the North West policy
of the Ministry, **the census muddle,”” and
the Quebec and Ontario Arbitration. The
Inter-Colonial Railway management is to
be ** investigated,”” and the Government
punished for listening to New Brunswick’s
demand for Better Terms. On the latter
point the Clear Grit authority remarks :—

The great mistake of violating the Con-
federation Act in favor oi Nova Scotia is
bearing its natural but most uppleasant
fruit. The New Brunswickers afirm that
but for that they wonld never have moved for
better terms ; but, when they saw how .not
only Nova Scotia but Manitoba and British
Columbia were treated, they felt they bad
a good cause. The evil of going contrary
to the plain letter of the law, in order to
stave off a present difficalty, is shown very
manifestly in all this complication.

A journal or a Party that can so unfairly
misrepresent the plainest facts of a case,
may be relied on to do its utmost to pre-
vent our receiving justice. With the as-
sistance of Nova Scotia, however, our
claim should prevail.

Arrivals of Spring Goods.

The arrivals of goods for our merchants
during March were not as heavy as they
were expected to have been, owing to the
reputed loss of two vessels bound to this
port from England, the * Konnigratz’’ and
the ¢ Glenavon.” Since the month of
April opencd, howsver, one sailing vessel
or steamer after another has arrived, and
the imports of Spring goods show large
values. The ¢ John Black’ brought a
valuable general cargo from Liverpool ; and
yesterday the ** Vasa’’ arrived with a cargo
consisting chiefly of iron, iron goods and
other bardware, and some earthenware,
etc. Two steamers have arrived from Eng
land so far,—the ‘* Alexandria,” from
Liverpool, with a f:deml cargo, very
valuable, and the ‘¢ Darling,” also
from Liverpool. The *¢ Dacian,” had she
reached here, would have made the third
steamer in the first half of the month,and
her cargo would have represented greater
value than either of the others.” The
¢ Choice’’ and a steamer are loading at
Liverpool, and the steamer ** Milbank” is
on her way out. Goods have also been
arriving via the Allan_ Line at Halifax,
The Custom House officials have been kept
busily employed since the month opened,
and it is understood that in the past ten
days, in round numbers, $60.000 has been
paid in for duties. Itis estimated that for
the month the Custom House receipts will

not fall short of $160,000 to $180,000.

About this time look out for rain, saith
the Almanac, for the Anniversary Meet-
ings are at hand,and the umbrella and
the carpet-bag shall be seen in the land.
First of whom cometh he of the long hair,
and the sallow cheek, and eke she of the
short hair and manly voice. who profess to
lead the advance guard of Progress, in the
cause of modern Spiritualism. The twenty-
fourth anniversary of that sect was cele
brated in Music Hall last week, when it
was stated that the number of Spiritual:
ists in America was thirteen millions, **the
majority of whom were in the Charches,”
a very wise qualification, inasmuch as the
number out of the Churches and the Asy
lams is very small indeed.

THEODORE PARKER

is made respounsible for the above state-
ment, such being his precise language at
the meeting in question. True, Mr. Par-
ker is dead, but he was kind enough to
express his opinions by the medium of a
Mrs. Conant, just as Demosthenes, some
time deceased, still enlightens the world
through Mrs. Victoria Woodhull. What

For Professor Morse wag
truly great, in the only true sense of the
word, the sense that makes greatness and
goodness synonymous. Unlike most bene-
factors, he received his reward in life, even
toa national monument, the unveiling of
which was his last public act.
SMALL POX
again threatens our locality, this time at
tacking the weakest point, the abodes ‘of
poverty and dirt, in South Boston. Driven
from their old haunts by the demolition of
Fort: Hill, the squalid denizens of that
place made a hegira to Seuth Boston and
other, suburbs, catrying with them the
unpleasant associations of the past, and a
good deal of traditionary filth.
THE PURLIEUS

of any large city area disgrace to our civili-
zation, and in this respect Boston is in no
way superior to other places, First and
Second streets, ¢ Gold’’ and ‘¢ Silver”
streets, and the classic regions of South
Cove can scarcely be surpassed by Seven
Dials or Five Points. Every sense is
greeted by a separate indication of un-
cleanliness. The eye, the ear,and above
all, the nose, recognize the potent presence
of Dirt. Here is the home of King Mob.
Here little children swarm on the streets,
uncared for and almost beyond regenera
tion. Blasphemy and obscenity pollute
the atmosphere, and the omnipresent rum
shop flourishes. Lying on his breast in a
suggestively swinish posture, half-way un

- der a gate, is a child of nine or ten years,

as well as the patches of unsullied skin on
his face permit me to judge. His chin
rests on his hands, his elbows in the mud,
and he salutes me with a ribald courtesy,
as I step past his head. Farther on
A YOUNG DEMOCRAT,

attired in a pair of pants and half a shirt,
throws a small stone at my head, and does
pot run away. He expresses his contempt
for myself and cowards in general, and
looks for another rock. I pass a couple of
ragged newsboys playing marbles, and un

intentionally brush against them. One
turns up his head, like a dog whose tail
has been stepped upon, and condemns to a
torrid sphere ‘‘ me an’ my gloves.”” Then
I perceive that I have outraged public
opinion by wearing gloves of offensively
choice pattern, and I feel that I am a pub-
lic nuisance, and leave the realms of the
unwashed. ~ The future of these embryo
ruffians and outlaws is painful to contem-
plate, closely associated as it ever must be
with the destiny of our country, but it is
gratifying to know that the Foreign Mis-
sions are in a flourishing condition.

Bookstore,fformerly of Ticknor and Fields,
later of Dalton & Co., and now of A. Wil-
liams & Co. 1In its palmy days, it was the
rotreat of the literary lions of that day, of
Hawthorne, Fields, Lowell, Longfellow.
Whittier, Epes Sargent, Oliver Wendell
Holmes, and their confreres. A historic
old epot it was,where the young and genial
« Boz’* was feted and admired by the coteric
of talented men, and made life-long friends
amongst America's most gifted sons. But
it must be ** Haussmannized”’ off the face
of the earth, along with the old moulder
ing tombstunes in King’s Church yard.
Quaint old monuments they are, with the
mortuary skull and cross-bones badly chis
eled on their weather beaten faces, and old
titles of ¢ Sir’’ and * Lord,”” borne by
their owners who lived and strutted about
in the pre Revolutionary days * when
George the Third was King.”" It isrelated
of this same * King’s Church’® that Ben
jamin Franklin was commissioned to pro-
cure a bell for it in England, but thought-
lessly expended the funds for books and
was rather pushed to replace the amount
from his own slender purse—a curious, if
truo, feature in the life of the author of

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An Iron Bridge

has arrived from England in the bark
¢ Vasa.”” Tt is intended for River Philip,
on the Inter-Colonial Railway,and is of
about one hundred tons weight. The duty of
forwarding the bridge to its destination is
assigned to Mr. John K. Hughes. No
decision has yet been reached as to whether
it shall be sent by rail or water.

The Commerocial Value of Water

has just been fized beyond dispute. The
analytic powers of the Dominion Govern-
ment, acting through the Custom House,
have been brought to bear upon the sub-
ject, and a value has been reached from
which there is no appeal.

Lemon Syrup is composed chiefly of
Water, but the Custom House officials at
Ottawa have had a shrewd suspicion that
in each bottle of the fluid there is at least
one ounce of sugar ; and as the combina:
tion, for revenue reasons, is to be dreaded,
the resources of the Government have been
wielded to crush out the import of an ar-
ticle so dangerous, the Custom House pre-
ferring that the comparatively harmless
beverage ot the same name manufactured
by & Montreal firm shall have free course
and be generally consumed by all true Ca-
nadians. The Customs having the option,
appear to have decided that Lemon Syrup
shall pay a duty of one ¢cent a pound and
25 per cent on the value. To arrive at the
¢ weight’’ no special regulation has yet
veen framed by our ralers: but an ap-
proved method is simple and as follows :
The cork is carefully drawn from the kottle;
the bostle and syrup are then weighed;
then the valuable fluid is cannily poured
into a pitcher or other receptacle, when
the empty bottle is weighed separately,
and its ounces being deducted from the
gross weight, the result is found to be just
twenty four avoirdupois vunces or one and
a balf pounds. The duty of 1§ cents ac
cordingly exacted on quantity, and the 25
per cent on value, bring the duty ona
bottle of Lemon Syrup up to eleven cents!

Itis claimed by unreasonable importers
that this is paying dearly for the whistle,
or, rather, the water; but as the resalt
must be to shut out all foreign and British
Lewon Syrup and reduce the consumption
in the Dominion to the weak but health
giving products of Winning, Hill and
Ware, it is believed that a great National
and Patriotic purpose will have been ac-
complished and the Dominion will proceed
trinmphantly on the path of Progress.

Hegira of Nova Scotians.

The ¢ Empress,” which arrived at hall-
past five this morning from Annapolis,
brought over about three hundred passen-
gers, nearly all of whom left in the Boston
boat at eight o'clock. The majority of
them were young people,and two-thirds
of them young women of very intelligent
appearance. Many of the parties were

‘probably intcnded for Massachusetts Fac

tories, as it is known that proprietors have
been making extraordinary efforts to obtain
this description of labor from the Prov-
inces. Others, doubtless, have been *‘roped
in * by the agents of the Northern Pacific
Railway, as the Company’s representative
as long ago as October last anticipated
securing a large number of settlers from
Nova Scotia. :

The Halifax Chronicle of Tuesday says:

The Spring immigration to the United
States has commenced. Last week the
¢ Carlotta’’ took away about 200 passen-
gers. Yesterday she was again crowded ;
