‘This is a painful story—a story
to flll the mind with horrible fancies as
to the possibilities of society. The people
had retired to sleep. They had no sus-
picion that an enemy like John Brown
lurked in the surrounding darkness. But

But
reason has followed feeling. Reason
condemns society as half a murderer
when it executes a murderer. We are
indebted to the horror of shedding human
blood for our safety. The Harper’s Ferry
raid, when viewed alone, seems t0 be oné
of the most cold-blooded of crimes. But
nothing can be viewed alone. We must
have harvest as wellasseedtime. Though
he who sows may never reap in person,
yet the harvest will come. The bloody
fruit of Harper’s Ferry was nourished by
two hundred years of slavery. The cry
that arose at Harper’s Ferry might be the
echo of the cry of some African village
two hundred years before. Old Probabi-
lities at Washington warns us what
storms are in the atmosphere, and moral
philosophers may learn to warn the world
of storms that are brewing in the moral
sky. It is said that next to performing
great deeds ourselves is the virtue of ap

preciating the great deeds of others. The
latter virtue was the only one claimed by
the lecturer. Gov. Wise of Virginia had
deemed him implicated and had sent
some of his distinguished officers to
Rochestey with .a pressing invitation for
Lis presence in Virginia.  They arrived
just a few hours after he had left town.
(Great lgughter.) The lecturer wonld
not speak of himself, however, but of
Brown. He had been willing to live and
labor for the slave, but Brown had been
ready to labor and die for him. It is hard
to form a true conception of such a man.
In the stately shadow. of such a soul one
is at a loss to pay it appropriate honor—
to pay a just tribute to the dead without-
being unjust to the living. It is

« He is the gamest man I ever met,” said

Gov. Henry A. Wise. It is often won-

dered at that Virginia did not spare

John Brown. Henry A. Wise mizht
have done so, if he had been ablo.

But Governors do not always gov-
ern. Virginia was in a state that
might have permitted her to save many

criminals but not one saint. On every
hill in Virginia there was materials for a
conflagration if but one spark from a
living John Brown fell on them. Brown
had illustrated the danger of suppressing
human liberty. Patrick Henry loved lib-
erty for himself, but Brown loved
liberty for all men. Brown’s death was
not that of the white man for the white
man, but it was that of the white man for
the black man, of the rich man for the
poor man. In his declaration that he
loved the cause of the lowliest as well as
that of the highest we find the key note
of his conduct. It was heaven come
down to earth, the just dying for the un-
just. What a scene was that when he
was about to die! It would make one of
the grandest of historical pictures. The
hour of his greatest physical weakness
was the hour of his greatest moral
strength. He literally swept the horizon.
He was more than a match for all those
who stood around him. All his prophe-
cies have come true. He warned his
judges to prepare for the settlement of
the slavery question. One after the other
of the hangmen of John Brown fell in the
war of the Rebellion. Wisdom from on
high controls human affairs after all. In
studying the works of great men it is not
often easy to discover the causes that
produce them and the influences that sus-
tain them at great moral heights. The
hour and the man are not far apa:‘t. John
Brown was needed and e came. A great
evil filled the land. The nationwas growing
morally dead from the poisonous effects
of slavery. John Brown was needed to
startle the nation into a sense of its
crime and its danger. Brown had no
mark of Harper’s Ferry upon him. He
was a2 wooldealer and a good judge of
wool. (Laughter.) He was a good
father, a good neighbor, a man who loved
life and enjoyed its blessings. How deep
then must have been his detestation of
slavery when he grasped at an opportun-
ity to lose his life for freedom. When &
boy he had gone to Kentucky. There he
fell in love with a little black boy, for
boys see more of boy than of black, more
of boy than of white, in each other. He
saw that boy flogged cruelly by his mas-
ter, and the horror of the system that
rendered the brutality possible entered
deep into his soul and bore fruit 40 years

He thought a moment and then said, «“I
believe I'll go wid de old man,” and he
went. (Applause.) Every cheer you
give Green is a hiss for me. (Laughter.)
When Brown was a prisoner Green and
two companions, who had been out on.a
scout, eame in sight. They saw that the
end had come. Green’s companion fled,
but Green said he guessed he’d ‘dic wid
de old man’ and he dJid. I missed a
splendid chance to die at that time, but it
is just as well. Brown failed because he
did not leave Harper's Ferry soon enough,
and take to the mountains with the slaves
who had joined him. But did he fail?
No, he was the inspirer of tne contest
for freedom. Until this blow was struck,
the cause of the slave was weak, but af-
ter that it was strong. He showed- the
slavcholders the necessity of controlling
the government of the nation. They
failed to gain control with the ballot and
then they sealed the fate of their system
by a resort to arms. .

Mr. Douglass was applauded often and
heartily. He had the best audience of
the supplementary course, as he had
the best audience of the regular course.
and it was not curiosity that drew peo-
ple last night, at least. At the close of
the lecture he held up a beautiful cane,
the gift of his colored friends in St.
Johm.

Though
fourteen years have passed since John
Brown died, and the man who sits in the
President’s chair owes his success in
saving the Union to the adoption of the
abolition policy of John Brown, yet the
shadow of slavery is on the land. Old
John Brown will have to wait the polish-
ing wheels of the coming centuries for full
justice. The Socrates of history was un-
known at Athens. In Jerusalem Jesus
was only the carpenter’s son, but now
his cross has tezome the ‘emblem of all
that is good aad holy. That which time
has done for others of his class, it will
do for John Brown. We are not pre-
pared yet to do him justice. The moral
causes that render his trial a ghastly
mockery still éxist. We all promise to
do justice, but it is hard to do so. Itis
hard for a Christian to do justice toa
Turk, for an Englishman to do justice to
an Irishman, for an Irishman to do jus-
tice to an Englishman; bharder: still
for the American white man to do
justice to the man who died for the slave.
Although John Brown had committed a
great crime, men recogiiized in his con-
duct many elements of greatness. They
assented to his death, and then went
home and taught their children to sing

Justice Tapley, in summing up, said
it would have been a pleasure to him if
the prisoner had fully established his in-
nocence, but he did not consider that he
had. There were many discrepencies in
the testimony for the defence, while the
evidence of the complainant was conclu-
sive and had not been shaken by a seyere
cross-examination.

He held that
the anti-slavery agitation was dying out,
it had made no converts for years, and
this plan would keep up the agitation.
This was twelve years before the Har-
per'’s Ferry tragedy. Forty years did
this man wrestle with the idea of freeing
the slave, as Moses wrestled forty years
in the wilderness.
