
The Case of the "Peterhof." 

There has been much talk in certain Eng- 
lish circles of late respecting the ease of the 
«Peterhoff," • British vessel seized by Ad­
miral Wilkes and sent to the Admirality 
Court at Key West for adjudication. The 
circumstances are these ; A river called the 
Rio Grande derides Mexico from Texas. 
On the Mexican side of the channel is the 
port of Matamoras; on the American side 
IF the port of Brownsville. By internation- 
al law the United States are forbidden to 
blockade the mouth of the Rio Grande, so

* that vessels from all countries—except of 
course the Confederate States —have free 
access to Matamoras. The consequence is 
that large quantities of goods are sent across 
the river, principally, it is said at Browns­
ville, and are transferred to neutral vessels 
at Matamoras. Once on board the Federals 
have no authority to seize them. In ex­
change for produce thus shipped, supplies of 
arms and munitions of war are sent to the 
rebels via Matamoras. There is no doubt 
that a large trade is thus being carried on, 
much to the benefit of the Confederates;

Foreign goods have been pushed 
through the custom-room and prices have 
thus been forced down. French, British 
and Saxony goods are all plenty and cheap­
er, and are still heavy. There is little do­
ing at private sale. British dress and stuff 
goods have sold largely at auction. Saxony 
dress geode and French plain delaines of new 

styles are in demand at the reduction. 
Ribbonds are plenty and heavy. Staple 
silks are heavier than any other goods, stock 
being light. Fancies are very dull and 
heavy.—N. F. Independent.

The 
"Trent" affair strengthened the rule long 
before established, and neutral vessels have 
a right to trade between neutral ports, with­
out the interference of a belligerent. Un- 
der those conditions, the trade between 
England and Matamoras had so much in 
creased that certain capitalists placed a line 
of steamers on the route, whereof the “Pe- 
terheff" was the first.

Thomas, and while as is alleged, she was 
in Danish neutral waters, she was boarded 
by a United States man-of-war , but her 
papers being founi correct, she was allowed 
to proceed. Soon after her arrival at St. 
Thomas, Admiral Wilkes made his appear- 
ance with two vessels, the ‘Wachusetts’ and 
the Oneida,’ and shortly after a third vessel 
the \ anderbilt,’ took up lier station out- 
side the port. On the 25th Feb. the ‘Pe- 
terhoff left St. Thomas, of which fact Ad- 
miral Wilkes duly n tified the ‘Vanderbilt’ 
by signal. Chase was given, and the’Peter- 
hf was speedily overhauled, having broken 
her machinery in coming out of the harbor. 
It is said that the commander of the ‘Van- 
derbilt, Capt. Baldwin, desired to let her 
proceed, as her papers appeared regular, but 
that Admiral Wilkes insisted upon the cap- 
ture When the master of the ‘Peterhoff' 
learned that he was to be taken to Key 
West, he asked to be allowed to send the 
British mail bags for Matamoras to her 
Majesty’s Consul at St. Thomas, but the re- 
quest was refused. A few days afterwards 
the ‘Peterhoff,’ under convoy, arrived safe­
ly at a Federal port.

When the facte of the seizure became 
kn own in England, they created quite a stir, 
principally, we imagine, because Admiral 
Wilkes had a band in the matter, it being 
taken for granted at home that he is deter- 
mined, if possible, to embroil Britain and 
American hostilities. Application was 
made to the Imperial authorities to demand 
the immediate surrender of the vessel. But 
this Earl Russell refused to do, because he 
I ad no proof that the ‘Peterhoff’ was really 
bound to a neutral port. Some of the Am­
erican papers, in discussing the question, 
ignore this point altogether. They say 
Earl Russel, refused the request of the own- 
ers, because Admiral Wilkes took the vessel 
to a Federal port for adjudication, and did 
not. as in the case of the ‘Trent.' constitute 
himself judge as well as captor. But Earl 
Russell, has made no such blunder. He 
does not forget what he has so repeatedly 
asserted, that neutral vessels trading be­
tween neutral ports are exempt from seiz­
ure. but he refuses to ignore the fact that 
the circumstance of a ship being bound to a 
port so near to a place under blockade as 
Matamoras is to Brownsville, is exceedingly 
suspicious. In a letter to the owners of the 
3rd inst., he says:— “It is the right of the 
b igerent to capture all vessels reasonably 
suspected of contraband traffic; and when- 
< ver any such case of capture is alleged they 
cannot be withdrawn from the prize court 
of the ca pter.” And so in this instance.I 
By the despatches received by the “City of 
Baltimore," last night, we learn that, after 
an examination of the papers, Earl Russell 
has c me to the conclusion that the Federal 
Government has not a prima facie ease; 
and he has, accordingly instructed Lord 
Lyons to represent the circumstance to the 
Federal Government. They may, however, 
allege a legal cause of detention, and persist 
in going on with the trial. If so, Lord 
Lyons will have to wait for the verdict, and 
should it be rendered in accordance with 
international law, there will be an end of 
the matter. If not, a diplomatic squabble 
may be anticipated.

The case is somewhat complicated by the 
presence of Her Majesty’s mails on board. 
The captors believe that in them they will 
find evidence to condemn the vessel. Lord 
Lyons, on the other hand, it is understood, 
claims that a belligerent has no right to ex­
amine the despatches of a neutral Govern- 
ment. The question has been left to thedeci 
sion of the court, after much controversy 
among the Secretaries at Washington.

Very little apprehension appears to be 
entertained in England that the ‘Peterhoff’ 
will be condemned ; but the Times and 
other papers which favor the Confederacy, 
urge that some guarantee against such ‘out- 
rages" shall be procured. From the tone 
of Earl Russell’s letter to the owners of the 
-Peterhoff," we judge they will call in vain. 
It may be that some innocent people will 
suffer, but. the main losers will be those en- 
gaged in aiding the rebel contrary to the 
Queen’s proclamation. If the Federal eru- 
isers were to seize vessels on the way to 
Hong Kong and take them to Florida for 
adjudication, then, doubtless they would be 
speedily stopped. But while, as Earl Rus- 
sell states, it continues to be a fact “that 
nothing is more common than for those who 
contemplate a breach of blockade, to dis­
guise their purpose by a simulated destina- 
tion and while the situation of the coast on 
the coast of Mexico is such as to make it 
not only possible, that an ostensible Mexi­
can destination would be resorted to as a 
cover for objects which would really justify 
capture;” the British Government cannot in 
justice demand that before any vessel is 
seized a full and clear ease must be appar- 
ent against her. It is certain they will not 
do anything so detrimental to the maritime 
interests of our own country. On the eon-
