We know from past experience that the enemies of labour are 
quick to exploit any false step by labour leadership which appears 
to put what are often the reasonable demands of labour into appar­
ent conflict with the general interests of the community. We had 
an ugly experience of that just sifter the last war, and I hope 
that this time the *responsible leaders of labour, industrg__and 
government can work together to carry us through the nexti-wo 
or three"years, which will be of critical importance for world 
recovery.
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
