London, Jan. 25—Austria has
decided to continue peace nego-
tiastions with Russia on the
basis of no-annexations and mno
indemnities, according to’ a
Vienna despatch to -the kEx-
change Telegraph #Comipany,
quoting from Count Czernin’'s
address before the reichsrath,
“I demand from Russia hot a
metre of tarritory, not a cen-
time of indemmity,” the foreign
minister is quoted as having
said, *‘and peace can bg ob-
tained if Russia maintains the
same standpoint, as she evident-
ly inteunds to .do.”

Austria-Hungary and Am-
erica, Count Czernin said, wer:

- two :belligerents whose inter-
ests were less incompatible than
they seemed. He criticized:thc
speech of President Wilson re-
garding war aims as an import-
ant advance towards the Aus-
tro-Hungarian viewpoint, which
contained some proposals in
which Austria-Hungary would
gladly join.

The foreign ministér said the
population of Poland would de-
cide its own fate. The Polish
question must not delay peace
one day. If Poland, after the
war, wished to advance toward
Austria-Hungary, such an 'ad-
vance would be welcomed.

Count Czernin qualified his
statement respecting agreement
with some of President Wil-
son’s proposals by saying that
Austria-Hungary would support
Germany.
