EXILED FROM HONOLULU.
Among the arrivals by the Warri­

moo are Messrs. Crams ton, Mueller 
and Johnson. They have a strange 
story to tell of how they come to be 
in this city. They say they were ar­
rested at Honolulu without any 
charge being made against them. They 
were kept in durance vile for 26 days, 
and then without any trial they were 
sent aboard the Warrimoo as second 
class passengers for this port. They 
claim that on requesting to be allowed 
to g'et a change of clo-thing they Were 
told by the marshal, with an oath, 
that the clothes they had on were 
good enough for them. As they had 
only on the light costume needed in 
Honolulu—one is wearing a straw hat

incarceration was Indirectly from the 
American Minister, who said they had 
been arrested, not for what they had 
done, but for what they might do.

THE BRITISH PACIFIC.
Victoria, Feb. 12.—Special—The Prem­

ier introduced a bill amending the Can­
ada Western Railway Act. Mr. Semlin 
objected to the first reading for the rea­
son that it might be the most 
ant measure to come before the 
this session. He considered it a breach 
of faith on Mr. Davie’s part to intro­
duce the bill at this late stage of the 
proceedings. If the bill was neces­
sary he could Just as well have intro­
duced it six weeks ago. To Introduce 
it now was to treat the JHouse unfairly.

Hon. Mr. Davie In reply said he did not 
know that it would be necessary to 
bring down any such bills. He thought 
Mr. Semlin had better see the bill, when 
he would be in a better position to speak 
upon lt. T think it a necessary and 
proper bill, he said, and when its provi­
sions are known I think no one in the 
House will vote against it.

The bill received its first reading. It fa 
substantially as follows : Notwithstand­
ing anything contained In the Canada 
Western Incorporation Act, 1888, the 
whole work shell be completed witbto 
eight years dating from the 1st àf 
May, 1896, and in the meantime shall be 
prosecuted by the expenditure of a smp 
of not less than $200,000 per annum, 
commencing on the 1st of May, 1896. In 
default of the yearly expenditure pro­
vided by this act and the completion of 
the road in compliance herewith, the 
land subsidy and other privileges con­
ferred by an act passed In the 52nd year 
of the present reign, chapter 20, entitl­
ed An Act to Authorize the Granting of 
a Certain Land Subsidy for and in Aid 
of the Canada Western Central Rail­
way, which may hereafter be fcited as 
the Canadian Western Subsidy Act, and 
all other benefits conferred upon the 
company, whether by the last recited 
or any other act, Shall cease and de­
termine, but upon compliance by the 
company with the condition of the pro­
visions contained In the lastly, recited 
act, and the Canada Western Incorpora­
tion Act, 1889, as modified by this act, 
all subsidies, franchises, rights, privi­
leges and powers,' granted or authorized 
to be granted to the company by any 
law of the Province shall be fully rati­
fied and confirmed.
