BRITISH AND JAPANESE FORCES CAP
TÜRSD PORTS OF THE FIRST LINE.
Tsiog Ten has fallen, captured by 

various Japanese and .British forces. 
The closing hours of the siege are 
described In official reports neat to 
the government by Vice-Admiral 
Sadakichl Ksto, the commander of 
the troop» operating In Kiao Chow.

After the capture of the central fort 
the left wing of the attacking forces 
advanced and occupied Chauaban at 
5 to o’clock yesterday morning.

Chansban was the base ol the right 
wing of the German line and ia a trl 
angular fortification. Then the other 
forces at the point of the bayonet cap 
tured the forts of the first line, In 
cludfng the Intricate and dangerous 
defence works connecting them 
Other forces advanced in rushes on 
tbs main line ol defence and made 
up of the forts ol litis, Bismarch and 
Moltke. -Suddenly, ' says the re 
port, -the flag of surrender, ran op 
in the morning breeze on the weather 
bureau mount, towering above the 
land and sea. '

In the last two days of the fighting. 
It la stated, the warships continued s 
terrific rain of shells on the fort 
rees and the city from the esat and 
eouth, inflicting great damage and 
havoc.
