‘As soon a8 Abercrombie shot he turned
to walk away, when his boy warned him
that Cook was going to shoot him, and
immediately the report of another gun
was heard and Abercrombie fell tothe
ground wounded. He was taken home
and a messenger sent to Wisrton for a
doctor. Dr. R. M. Fisher and Mr. B. B.
Cooper were soon on their way o the
scene of the tragedy. On, arriving ab
Abercrombie’s house they found the victim
of the shooting suffering terribly. On ex-
amination they found a terrible wound
just above the knee. The bone was shat-
tered for seven or eight inches from the
knee-joint up, and the flesh mangled in &
shocking manner. The wound was dressed
as best it could be under the circumstances,
but it was apparent from the first that
the leg would have to be amputated as
soon as the poor man had recovered from
the shock. The next day Dr. Fisher re-
turned accompanied by Dr. Wigle and
held a consultation over the matter, and
amputation was found unavoidale and de-
cided upon for the next day, when it was
done but the patient gradually sank.
