The
proper site in his opinion -3 tieBunt-
ing -site and he considerec¢ that the
Collegiate Baard had chosen wisely
and well. The bulk of ile Collegi-
ate pupils live north of Weiland
avenue, It is the logical s:te and he
would like to have seen the Council
buy it. A map showing the Coilegi-
ate population is being prepared and
it shows 114 ‘pupil$’ living north of
Welland avenue. The Board would
have been willing to submit other
sites, ten if necessary but they could
not do so legally.

i Concluding his remarks Mr.Coomds
! dealt with. the teachers duty. He
| would not. care if the pupils under
him did not learn anything o: Latin,
algebra, or geometry so long as he
i was able to instill into their minds
the principles of good ettizenship.
He would consider he had accom-
plished something if he eou‘d <o this.
