The October Oathi lie World opens 
with a valuable historical paper by 
the learned bishop of Vincennes, Dr. 
Obatard, on “Pius VI. and the 
French Directory.” After detail ng 
the devious and dishonest devices 
with the aid of which the Directory 
sought to provoke a quarrel with the 
Holy See, towards which it inherit* 
ed, he says, all the hatred of the 
syis culottes—from the attempt made 
to ooeroethe Pope to recognize the 
republic down to the enforced treaty 
of Tolentino and exposing the crafty 
duplicity of Napoleon—the erudite 
prelate finds the real cause of all 
the quarrel between Paris and Borne 
in the wording of a letter which 
Bebwell, the President of the Direc­
tory, sent.to Bonaparte on February 
3, 1797. Making no secret of his 
desire to destroy the Catholic reli­
gion and the influence of the church 
in France, that worthy enjoined up­
on the tool of the Directory, Na­
poleon, the task of discovering the 
best means of accomplishing those 
desires, and then added : “ There is 
one point, which is perhaps not leas 
essential to reach the desired at­
tainment of that end, to destroy, 
that is, if it can be done, the centre 
of Boman unity ; and to yon, who 
hitherto have known how to unite 
the most distinguished qualities of a 
captain with those of an able.states- 
man, it belongs to fulfil this desire, 
if you judge it praotible.

Father Hewit 
then proceeds to show from history 
that the Oriental prelates and em­
perors, for fifty years, resisted and 
opposed the.first. Council of Nictea ; 
that the second Council of Constan­
tinople was made ecumenical only* 
by the approbation of the Pope and 
the general acceptance of the Weet ; 
that the Council of Ephesus wae 
convoked to condemn Nestorious, 
patriarch of Constantinople, and his 
heresy , that the Council of Chaloe- 
don condemned Eutyohes and that

THE DUTY OF CATHOLICS.

In consequence of these undeni­
able facts and the revelations con­
tained in the letter of the President 
of the French Directory, above 
cited, that the chief aim of the ene­
mies ôï the church has ever been to 
destroy the centre of Boman unity 
by depriving the Holy See of all 
temporal power, the Vincennes' pre­
late declares that Catholics should 
appreciate the importance of preser­
ving that unity by bringing about 
the restoration of the temporal 
power. He argues that there can 
be no incongruity in Catholics, even 
if they be in favor of other forms of 
government, advocating the restora­
tion of the Pope’s temporal power. 
For Italy, he says, is a kingdom, 
and it was not a republic, but an 
empire, backed by a monatohy, 
which robbed the Pope of his tern 
porel possession. The bishop is 
not of those who believe that tree 
institutions are going to possess all 

I kingdom! „1 the earth ; he assever- 
lates thattbere is nothing intrinsical­
ly evil in a monarchical form of gov­
ernment, and points to the fact that 
Leo XIII- has explicitly stated that 
no form of government has a mon­
opoly of right and that, in individu­
al oases, the best form is that whiob; 
the law of justice being observed, 
best suits the people who are to 
live under it. With regard to the 
restoration of the temporal power, 
he says how that is to oome about, 
«• it is not in the power of any one 
to say, nor can the form of that 
temporal sovereignty be outlined. 
Moreover, it pertains to the Sover­
eign Pontiff himself, when the 
time comes, to say what it is. to be, 
what he will accept, and what he 
will refuse." The part and the duty 
of a good Catholic; he contends, is 
to show himself in complete har­
mony of view with the Vicar of 
Christ in all matters that, like this 
question of temporal sovereignty, 
vitally affect the interests of the 
Church.- It may be stated, in oon- 
cluaion, that Doctor Ohatard shares 
the belief of thoee who contend that 
Napoleon, notwithstanding his war­
fare upon the Church, never lost hie 
faith.” “ As we see him in the bit­
terness of his trials condemning 
himself for what he did wrong,” 
writes the Bmhop, “ we may look 
only to the many good deeds per­
formed for the preservation of the

tiff ae the enoceeser of St. Peter 
was emphatically proclaimed, with 
the universal consent of all the at­
tendant prelates. The learned 
writer shows, furthermore, that the 
remaining ones of the first seven 
ecumenical councils had chiefly to 
deal with heresies that arose in the 
Oriental churches. “ The Bast pun­
ished the heresies,” says he, “ and 
the heresiarohs condemned and 
anathematized, and in Constanti­
nople nineteen heretics sat in the 
patriarchal chair during the coarse 
of five centuries.” In view of these 
facts, the Doctor pertinently in­
quires what special right the Orient­
al schismatics have to call the first 
seven councils the councils of their 
Church, in distinction to the West­
ern Church. It may be true, he 
adds, that these gatherings were 
held in the Bast ; but it was the Bo­
man Church and the Boman Pon­
tiffs that brought them 'o a success­
ful issue ; and the Oriental eohisma 
tics, even if they hold to tb* dogma­
tic decrees of these coundffo, have 
gone contrary to them by abjuring 
their former submission to the Holy 
See, so emphatically proclaimed at 
Ephesus and Chaloedon.

In the Scottish Highlands.
The current Cosmopo|tan opens 

with an entertaining Skefcb by 
Thomas L. James, ex-postmaster 
general of “ A Summer Tour in the 
Scottish Highlands." One of the 
many places visited by Mr. James 
was Ioolmkill, which he says is the 
name given to the island that bears 
it in the fifteenth century, the mean­
ing of the word being St. Oolumba’s 
cell. There the guide showed him 
the place where the saint, who went 
thither from Ireland in the sixth 
century, landed; pointed out the 
ruina of an old nunnery, and indi­
cated to him the only two of the 
three hundred and sixty crosses 
that once were to be seen on the is­
land which are now standing. Of 
the island as it existed in St. Oolnm- 
ba’s time. Mr. James says; “The 
exceptional fertility of the island at 
that time was regarded aa remark­
able. . . . and doubtless had some­
thing to do with its early occupancy

With regard that portion of the 
Constantinopolitan patriarch’s letter 
in which he jnvites the faithful of 
the West to imbraoe his heresies 
and thus effect -Christian unity, 
Father Hewit, after stating that this 
absurd invitation calls for no reply, 
says ; "The patriarch has the spirit 
of his schismatioal and heretical 
predecessors. Every heresy has 
pretended to have the pure Catholic 
truth, accused Catholics of being in­
novators, rejected the connoils which 
condemned them, and demanded 
that the Church should become 
Arian, Nestorian or Monophysite, 
as Anthimus now demands that 
should become Photian.” The 
teamed Panlist might also have add' 
9d that some of the Protestant de­
nominations of onr own land formu­
late a similar demand. He has no 
hope of the return to Boman unity 
of this Oonstantinopolitan patriarch 
and his adherents ; but he claims 
that Anthimus speaks for nobody 
save the heretical clergy and laity 
of Turkey, and that his lattèfdoaa 
not represent the judgment of the 
bishops of Greece, Russia and the 
Slavonian nations. He does not be­
lieve that the bitter, Byzantine 
hatred of the Holy See shown in

In speaking of the orphanages and 
foundling asylums, Madame Bentzon 
in the Century Magazine for October, 
after saying that in France those in­
stitutions are directed for the great­
er part by religions brotherhoods 
and nuns, adds : ” In spite of the 
growing emulation of the lay ele­
ment in the last twenty years, the 
vood Sisters still hold the first rank. 
There can be no better directresses 
of industrial schools and women’s 
work bureaus, of asylums of all 
kinds. Their influence in reforma­
tories and houses of correction for 
the young is incomparable. And 
this influence does not depend alone 
upon their ;wide experience, or the 
absolutely disinterested motives 
which make them serve without 
oay or human ambition, but on the 
authority their dress tends them, a 
dress that represents.centuriee of de­
votion to the same task. Amongst 
them all the Sisterhood of St. Vin­
cent de Paul stand out in most bril­
liant relief—those white-hooded an­
gels who move about the streets of 
Paris in snoh numbers in the ser­
vice of the sick and the poor. Their 
popularity haa remained as great ae 
ever through the crash of revolutions 
and the progress of freethinking.”

a ted not only among the Scots of 
Britain and Ireland, bnt among the 
Angles of the north of England, who 
owed their conversion to the self- 
denying missionaries of Iona (the 
old name of the island.)

(Scotland), the Western Islands and 
he Orkneys, establishing humble 

monasteries whose inmates minister­
ed to the Wants of the people.” The 
narrative then goes on to relate 
how from this monastic establish­
ment on Iona or Ioolmkill, to give 
its later name, sprang similar foun­
dations in Ireland and in the north­
ern provinces of England, whose in­
mates converted the Angles and 
Saxons. “ From the end of the 
sixth to the end of the eighth cen­
tury,” we read, “ the monastery at 
Iona was scarcely second to any 
such inatitution in the British Isles. 
It was this brilliant era in its an­
nals that caused Doctor Johnson to 
refer to it as ‘ that illostrious p’und 
which was once the luminary of the 
Caledonian regions, whence savage 
lens and roving barbarians derived 

the benefits of knowledge and the 
blessings of religion.” The island, 
Mr. James informs us, is now the 
property bif the Duke of Argyle, 
whose excavations on it have 
brought to light the foundations and 
plane of some of its old buildings and 
uncovered many splendidly carved 
stones that had lain buried for cen­
turies.

colleges and convents—she declares 
in one place that she is ashamed to 
acknowledge that in republican 
France many wealthy people send 
their daughtera to such institutions 
as the Visitation Convent, the Sacred 
Heart, eta, which she calls 11 nur­
series for great ladies,” just as they 
intrust the education of tteir sons 
to the Jesuits—the admissions she 
makes of the excellence of the con­
vents and the merits of the colleges 
are ell the more notable. Of the 
latter institutions she writes : "The 
colleges under the control of 
priests, leaving aside all questions 
of knowledge, have always been 
celebrated for the care given to hy­
giene, bodily exercise and a semi- 
paternal education.

From 
these statements it ie very plain 
that the Church is doing better edu­
cational work in France to-day than 
the State, all contrary assertions, 
which we hear so often in thia 
oountrÿ, not withstanding.

This latter cross, 
he adds, was erected to the memory 
of St. Martin of Tours, who lived in 
the fourth century; and on the island 
are said to be hnried forty-eight 
Scottish and Irish kings, eight Nor­
wegian princes, many lords of the 
ielesy and bishops, abbots and priors 
without number, the last Sooitish 
sovereign to be buried there having 
been Dnnoan L, who began to reign 
in 1034, bnt who was murdered in 
the sixth year of his reign by Mac­
beth.
