Premier Rutherfoyl^'in responding i 

to the toast of - the Houses of Parlia­
ment, referred to the excellent work 
done by tha Alberta boys at the recent! 
iiile frteet at Ottawa. Corp. Mclnnis, 
of Strathcona, tihtl Sergt. Brown, of 
Edmonton, had reflected great credit 
on Alberta. Three from this province 
had won places on the Bisley team 
and he hoped they would bripg back 
the King’s prize. The government 
had given a small grant of $1,000 a 
year to the reileWien of Albert and 
their success this year fully merits 
the grant.

Speaking of military affairs in the 
old land the premier said from his 
recent visit he had learned that 'it 
was considered a great credit to be 
a. Canadian. The people of England, 
despiie à prevalent impression to the 
contrary, are thoroughly up to date. 
He was struck with the homage the 
people of the old land, and in fact 
the whole empire, give to their states­
men, their literary men and their wars; 
riors. In London there is a magnifi-' 
cent statue cf Wellington,™ the prem< 
Ur’s own home, city in Scotland is a'" 
monument to the Black Watch whicli 
originated there and in ■ Dublin 4> 
statue to Nelson, Ireland’s greatest 
warrior. In London he had the oppor­
tunity of seeing a magnificent military 
parade on the late Queen’s birthday. 
England justly reveres her warriors 
of the past and he had full confidence 
that she would produce just as great 
in the future. The British Islands 
are but a small part of the British 
empire, -bill they govern a population 
of four bundled millions people—the 
largest in the world with the excep­
tion of China. We are proud to be­
long to such an empire and contribute 
a small part to her recent wars. In 
1^54 we contributed a regiment to quell 
the India Hmutiny and in the Boer 
war Alfe*tans did credit to themselves 
in thé Canadian regiment and if op­
portunity offered would do so again.

Dr. McIntyre, M.P, said Corp, Mc- 
Ifinis, as well as Sergt. Brown; had 
done great honor to our cities, our 
provinca and our Domini cm.—Tty snoof 
well is no accidental achievement and 
Carp. Mclnnis’ marvellous record goes 
to show that he is the most accom­
plished marksman in Canada. And 
he is one of the most modest men, he 
did not tell what he was going, to do, 
he did not talk—but he won the GoV- 

-ernor General’s medal. But this is to* 
be .expected, he is a Scotchman and 
his modesty is inherited.

He mildly censured the public for 
their lack of respect to the militia1 
in time of peaqe and their praise in 
time of war, quoting Kipling in illus­
tration oUhia point. In this connec­
tion he remarked that this was very 
noticeable in some members of par­
liament and, speaking for himself he 
assured thé-XL M. R. that h,e would 
do his ntnieâl ter get what tire squad­
ron required as detained -by their sen­
ior officer. Referring more, particu­
larly tfi The parjiament of Canada he 
pointed out that his constituency had 
increased from 22;O0O in 1903 to 61j000

in 1606. This was ' the largest rural 
constituency in Canada and to give 
an idea of the size he said that the. 
Strathcona constituency was as large 
as old Ontario. .Western Canada is 
fast gaining the ascendency and when 
it does it will be the best tiring for 
the Dominion.

The western national sentiment is 
the Jiest, for despite the differences 
of languages and religion, it will ever 
stand for the integrity of the Empire,

The Health of “Our Guests.”
Major Jamieson, in calling upon 

Capt. George Reid, of the Edmonton 
Rifle club, to propose the health of 
“Our Guests,” made a eulogistic ref­
erence to the two marksmen. Capt. 
Reid, in proposing the toast, said it 
was the proudest moment of his life. 
He referred to the formation of the 
Edmonton rifle olah at the close of the 
Boér war and the hard practice which 
the excellent showing at Ottawa gave 
testimony of. He instanced the en­
deavor of the association to produce 
a good rifle range and the recent as 
surances, as the result of H-on. Frank 
Oliver’s effort, that swell would short­
ly be acquired. The toast was heart­
ily drunk.

Corpl. Mclnnis, with becoming mo­
desty, thanked the large . number 
present for the honor they were do­
ing him, and said that Capt. Carstairs 
would speak for him.

Capt. Carstairs said that Corpl. Mc­
lnnis was the greatest shot not only 
in Canada, but in the Empire. He 
quoted his shooting, this year, which 
was the best ever done at Ottawa. 
Another great honor was that he tied 
for second place in the Palma trophy. 
Though he had not nerve to get up 
and speak in this gathering, he had 
the nerve to do magnificent work at 
the Ottawa rifle range-

Sergt Brown also thanked those 
present for the . honor done them. 
What pleased him most was that 
Corpl. Mclnnis won the tiovemor-' 
General’s prize.

Capt. Reid said that Corpl. Mcln­
nis’ score in winning the Governor- 
General’s prize was the second larg­
est over made, and within one point 
of the highest.
The Army, Navy and Colonial Forces.

Major Paton said his toast was a 
large one. He bad belonged to the 
-army, he had seen the navy, and he 
was a member ox the colonial forces. 
He was glad to be present to do hon­
or to the distinguished marksmen. 
Rifle shooting was a fundamental part 
of the army, and to have good rifle 
shooting, we must have good rifle­
men. He„ was glad good ranges were 
to be provided. To be a good marks­
men required continued practice, 
sometimes for. yeara, before one be­
came proficient. The riflemen are the 
back bone of the army, and as a citi­
zen army we must perfect ourselves 
in this branch of militja work.

Major Thidaudeau congratulated the 
members ot the committee upon the 
success of the demonstration. Though 
a young^ man, he had been in the 
mijitia since 1889, being a member for 
aping time ' the 66th of Winnipeg. 
He congrat-roted the successful rifle­
men, and expressed his pleasure as a 
member of “E” squadron of meeting 
tbe militiamen here- His squadron 
was'working hard, and though not in 
camp at Calgary this year, would ba 
these next year, and would make a 
good showing) He was proud to. com­
mand the most northerly squadron 
-n British North America. In closing 
he extended an invitation to “B’° 
squadron as well as “A” squadron to 
compete at the Morinville Fqir. on 
October 10 for the prize to be awarded 
to the best mounted men. Liberal 
prizes would be given, and he hoped 
to see some men present.

The Closing Vote of Thanks.
Before closing Dr. McIntyre mov­

ed, and Mr. Weir seconded, a hearty, 
vote pf thanks to the committee for 
the excellent entertainment provided. 
The vote of thanks, heartily passed, 
was briefly acknowledged by Major
