In the first place, when you are go-
ing to paper, consider which way youv
room faces.

Never put a cold color like gray or
green on a north room. Yellow, gold-
en brown, bronze and golden effects
are the proper thing for a roon
with a north exposure.

For a west room something in blue,
rose or pink tone is pretty.

For an east or south reem .gray or
green, greenish blue or red, or any of
the colors that need a good deal of
light may be used.

For a room that you wish to light*-
en up, any of the colors recommend-
€d for a north room will be desirable,
as they attract the light into the room,
ond yet do not absorb it as green ov
blue or red do.

Woodwork is also a very important
and very much neglected considera-
tion. Do not use light colorgs like
gray or light greem with a natural
color woodwork. Dark browns and
reds go best with that. With white
woodwark the light colors look best,
although the darker can be used, as
white is all right with anything.

Be careful not to use stripes in a
high studded rcom, unless you break
the height by the use of a plate rail,
wainscoting or some sort of decora-
tive- effect.

when you go paper hunting, but do
not to try to match it. Be satisfied to
get the color to harmonize. A hay-
mony is better than a match because
the match cannot be perfect, as col-
ors in cloth and paper cannot be ex-
actly the same.

Do not be attracted by flowers so
lifelike that you feel you could pick
them off the wall. That is not an
artistic paper. The best papers are
flat rather than in relief, and are con-
ventionalized rather than lifelike de-
signs.

Do not put plain paper on a hall
both because it will soil quickly and

! also because there are usually no
! pictures to relieve it.

Never fail to have in mind that any
paper will look just about four shades
darker when hung than it does at the
shaop. : -

Also, if possible, insist upon seeing
two rolls side by side -before you pu:-
chase. In a figured paper it is al-
most impossible to get the effect of
the figure without seeing at least two
breadths.

1f there® is so. much ‘sun ‘in' your
room that you fear fading, keep away
from blues and pinks, unless you are
buying a high priced paper.

Don’t forget to agk about arsenic if
you buy a green paper.

And now a “do” to balance all these
“don’t.”

When in doubt, trust the salesman.
By the ‘nature of his occupation it is
inevitable that his ‘taste in papecr
should be Dbetter cultivated than
yours. If you go to a reliable firm
you can depend upon- his honesty, so
why not put up to him just what you
want, and what you want to pay, and
then be guided by his taste.

Homes in Tree Stumps

Hollow OQut the Stump, Cut Holes for
Doors and Windows.

The fine furs of the Pacific norta-
west are so colossal that after the
trees are hewed down the stumps are
used for children's playgrounds,
houses for families to live in or for
dancing platforms.

To make a stump house, the ma-
terfal from the inteérfor is removed,
leaving only enough to form walls of
suitable thickness. A roof of boards
or shingles is put over the top of the
stump, holes are cut for windows and
doors, and 4 family of five can and of-
ten does make it'their dwelling. The
stomp houses are sometimes used by
sebtler until théy can build larger and
mo¥e coanvenient ‘homes:

After the stump homie hasbeen val
caled it is turded ‘into a stable for
the bhorses, or sometimes into an en-
closure for chickens or hogs.

As
tliey decay rapidly the hollowing out
isteasy. ‘Sometimes they are used for
dgnce  platforms, some of them ac-

The children reach the top
pieces of wood nailed against thé
siles or by ladders. A beautiful use
of the large stumps is ‘making them
info flower beds and covered over
with trailing vines.-—-Chicago Tribune.
