Wednesday, the 8th fnst., was a 
memorable day in Bonaviàta, when 
His Excellency • opened the new rail­
way. The people entered into the 
spirit of thé occasion- wherever ad­
dressed by His Excellency. The spe­
cial train with the Governor and 
plarty left the city at 7.15 p,m. ami 
reached ' CTarenville about 1.30 in the 
morning. The train remained -there 
till 8.30. when the journey was re­
sumed in {he daylight in order that 
the party might be able to view the 
beautiful scenery through which the 
road liasses. There are veritable 
beauty spots at Random Sound, near 
Shoal Harbor and George’s Brook, 
which were all new to visitors. The 
new line after leaving Random Sound 
in Trinity Bay runs across to Brook­
lyn in Goose Bay, which is one of the 
most beautiful sections of the coun­
try. The scenery of the upper reach 
of the Ann is unexcelled by anything 
in the Colony. A run of 15 miles 
will take the traveller from the main 
line on the Trinity Bay side at Shoal 
Harbor to Brooklyn. Leaving here 
the (ine runs down the Goose Bay 
shore through agricultural land, pass­
es behind - James’ Cove and on to 
Southern Bay. There is a most re­
markable fijord. It is about twelve 
miles in length and not more than an 
average of half a mile in breadth. 
The water in the ship run in the mid­
dle of the Bay is 900 fathoms deep, 
and herring and codfish may be 
caught there in the middle of the 
winter. In February nets have been 
let down through the ice and all the 
herring required for local consump­
tion have been caught. The next 
place of call on the shore of South­
ward Bay is Seal Cove, which is a 
prosperous little settlement and the 
home of the Princes, who are well 
known for their hospitality. The 
houses were decorated with flags and 
the people turned out here in large 
numbers to'welcome His Excellency 
and see the first passenger train. Our 
old friend,. Mr. Thos. Mullowney, who 
is 80 years of age, walked all the way 
over from Sxyeet Bay to see the first 
train. He >'as the pioneer of Sweet 
Bay. and on this occasion he was for­
tunate. in meeting Rt. Rev. Monsignor 
Veitch, who, >vas parish priest of the 
district 25 years ago. when tliëre was 
not much’ hppe of ever seeing a rail­
way through this part of the coun­
try.
