Hunting for buried treasure seems a
favorite pursuit of Pacific Coast people
just now as witness the following story
from Cl‘af;‘oma to the Seattle P.-I. under
date of January 2&:

One of the.mosc nair-brained exploits
in ‘search of hidden treasure that has
ever eome to light in this city or counnty
was revealed today on the witness stand
in 4he Superior court, iy a damage suit
brought by H. L. Hansen, against Love,
Johnson & Oo., wholesale grocers, for
$4,500. The case also demonstrates the
gullibility of shrewd business men, and
their readiness to put up cash and send
a representative half way around the
world ' in search of fabulous treasure,
the only foundation for the existence
of 'which wds a romauytic sailor-yarn,
spun by a ‘roving, seafaring castaway,
who etopped a few weeks in Tacoma
last spring to find those who were willing
to listen-to hig tale of woe, and in addi-
tion supply him with funds and ship him
to the B=-bados islands.

The  nanie of this individual is .w. R.
Chapman—present whereabouts wun-
known—whose age and antecedents were
as ‘uncertain as those 'of the “amelent
mariner.” Chapman came here a year
ago, without money or work, but with
a plausible story and the ready assuramce
of a confidence man. The history of his
life, as related with copious anecdote
by-himself, reached back over half a
century and begun during the ‘Mexican
war. At that time he was a cabin boy
on 'a sailing vessel, which ‘was sup-
posed to be in the employment of the
government, but really was a slaver, and
which also included piratical forays in
its diversions. ' The first trip Chapman
made on her was whewn she sailed out
from New Orleans to: tke sea port of
‘Vara Cruz. The armies of the United
States were at that time over-running
the ‘republic, and Vera Cruz was in the
hands of the United States soldiery. On
the afternoon of the muight ‘the slaver
sailed *'from /Vera Cruz, three United
Btates officers, disguised as Mexican
planters, rowed alongside the slaver, and,
after a’ long talk in Spanish lingo with
‘the captain of the vessel, rowed ashore.
At 10 o’clock that night a lighter was
hauled alongside the vessel and four
large casks filled with golden' Spanish
doubloons, were hoisted on' hoard the
vessel and lowered into the hold. At
midnight the vessel sailed  out of the
harbor, passing a United States man-of-
war lying at anchor, which appeared dis-
posed to givetchase when the vessel re-
fused to answer any signals,

Instead of sailing for New Oileans,
as had been agreed upon between the
captain and ‘the three distinguished offi-
cers, the vessel squared away for Ehe
Barbadoe islands, and on the cruise
thither - the captain .took the leading
members’ of his crew iuto his confidénve,
Anchor was cast in..a beautiful iifet,
when the islands were reached, and
with the assistance of his érew the cap-

tain lowered the sacks, one by one, into |

He further
told Chapman that the slaver had been
wrecked and he alone had escaped to tell
the tale of disaster. - ‘This left Chap-
man and the mate the sole legatees of
the Hidden casks, and they agreed to
jointly share the treasure -when they
should reach the islands. As soon as
the vessel touched at the islands the-
mate began celebrating the event by
going on a long Spree, and, going ashore,
he began an expedition of riot and mur-
der against-the natives. The mate was
immediately run down, bound hand and
foot and sent aboard his vessel and the
captainr was mnetified that if he came
ashore wagain he would be hanged;
drawn and quartered. Baffled in their

first attempt, the mate induced Chapman |

to defer the rescue of the treasnre,.
and in the end they sailed back to Eng=
Iand on the vessel. A good chanre of-
fering. the mate thereafter took ship for:
the Wast Indies: In Calcutta he went
