the number of cotton spindles in opera<
tion than the United States, and that
apart from the latter country Great
Britain hgs more spindles than all the
rest- of the world together. . The United
States, it will be seen, is the only serious
competitor Great PBritain has at  the
present time, ‘and in the opinion of the
journal referred to there seems everyi
probability «of this competition becom-
ing more inteuse in the future. It hast
been estimated that the number of coty
ton spindles in the world is 106,534,000
these being distributed as follows:
