. and legal systems of Ontario, He hoped the
brotherhood would have time to visit their
public institutions and they would go away
with pleassnt reminicenses of their visit,
The future historian when writing a history
of the present century will pay a great deal
of attention to the rise, development and
growth of the various brotherhoods through-

" out the world. [Apgltuse.] All over the
world they found that brotherhoods had
greater powers than the governments, It
was a great thing to have such a body of
men in their midst when one of these men
often has a train under his control and our
safety in his hands, A great many of these
men had died rather than sbirk thier
duty. [Applanse.] He wished their
brotherhood and organization every success
in its future, It afforded him great

leasure to imgroduce Grand Chief

ngineer P, M, Arthur, who would explain
the objeets and aims of the organization.

Grand Chief Engineer Arthur of Cleve-
land came forward amidst loud applause, It
_was the first time he had addressed an au-
! dience in Toronto. He was glad to explain
the growth and progress of the brotherhood
of engineers, which the public have heard
so much about within the last five years,
What is this brotherhood they had heard
80 much about ? What are its objects ?
A great desl was said about this brother-
hood a few years ago. The brotherhood of
locomotive engineers was formed 19 years
ago last April in Marshall, Michigan, with
s membership of 12 engineers. Divisions

were then orgaviz-d in different parts of
the country and in the first year of their
existence there were 44 divisions, The
first sonvention was held in Indianapolis
in August 1864, when 44 divisions
were represented and at that time the
name of the organization was changed from

Brotherhood of the Footboard, to the

Grand international brotherhood of engi

neers so as to give every engineer a chance,

whether in Canada or elséwhere. [Ap:

lanse,] A constitution of by-laws were
introduced about that time and at the pre-
sent time there are over 191 sub.divisions
extending from the Atlantic to the Pacilic
and from the lakes to the Gulf of Mexico,

[ Loud applause.] The membership of the

organization comprises ine-tenths of

the best locomotive engineers omphe conti-
nent. [Applause.] Iu 1867 anjinsurance
association was established, and ir the

fourteen years of its existence 1,203,538

has been paid to the widows and fathersless

children of deceased engincers, [Applause, |

This introduced a good deal of juy into the

homes which otherwise would have been

desolate and cheerless. That is the sort of
assistance the brotherhood gives. They
had also disbursed $250,000 of their bard
earnings to the needy members of their

-order, and above and beyond tliat they
had reformed the drunkard, reclaimed the
fallen and elevated the engineer to a higher
standing in his profession. They had suc-
ceeded in securing the esteem and confi-
dence of their employers as well as of the
community in which they lived. In 1866
they commenced the publication of a
monthly journal, containing the names of
the members of each division, as well as

suspensions and the names of those expelled
from the brotherhood, so that a ruilway
manager can ascertain  the character

of any applicant for a sitnation. It might
seem harsh to publish the names of these
expelled but it was a good check and an
exsmple to those who would otherwise get
into trouble. They were censured severcly
for the strike which cceurred on the Grand
Trunk, Tne speaker read a clause in the
constitution and by-laws to prevent strikes
if possible, and try every means of scttle-
ment before referring it to the grand chief
engineer. He explained the troubles the
Grand Trunk and its engineers had in the
winter of 1876, The men submitted a
number of proposals to Mr. Hickson to
which he refused to listen. So they gave the
company a last chance and when this was
not accepted the men all struck at a certain
hour on a Fiiday. People had eomplained
that when that strike occurred the drivers
left thelr engines and trains on the road
