In appearance the crops can safely be said,
notwithstanding the lateness of the season, to
be equal, and in the majority of cases to sur-
pass, those of last year at the corresponding
date. Since they have begun to grow they:
have come on rapidly and the frequent show-
ers thathave fallen have been most timely
and have been very general over the province.
A great many correspondents remarked that
they had never seen growth so rapid and the
indications pointed to a bountiful harvest.
There were points from which reports of
want of rain were received, but none where
immediate danger threatened. Man report-
ed the grain as being of an unusually bright
and healthy color and showing evidences of
a rankness of growth not often observed.
Throughout. the reports very general satis-
faction is expr at the general outlook,
and, with anything like an ordi amount
of rain during the current month of June, no
fears .are entertained for the result of the
season’s crop. .

The very excessive drought of last season
was such a set-back to the hay meadows that
the moisture contained in the snow-fall of
last winter, with the additional wettin,
from the recent rainfalls, has not been suffi-
cient in many instances to place the meadows
in such a position as to warrant a very bright
prospect for this season’s crop.

Pastures are generally very well spoken of.
Reports of the pastures being poor and in-
sufficient were comparatively fow.

Owing to the scarcity of fodder and the
Jong and severe winter the condition of live
stock in the early spring was very poor gen-
erally. There were very few instances in
which any quantities of fodder remained
over and stock were put on the grass sooner
than they should have been. Hay reached
enormous prices and purchasing any con-
siderable quantities was out of the question
in the majority of cases. Since the advent
of the much needed rains, in the latter part
of May and the early part of June, tures
have come on very rapidly, and cattle have
improved wonderfully in a very short time;
in fact their condition, when the reports
weresent in on June 15, was quite up to, if
not ahead of, last year. . Horsesare reported
thiuner than usual on account of the scarcity
of both hay and oats during the seeding season.
Sheep were reported in very fine condition.
Pigs, on account of an unusual shortage of
imperfect grain'for feed, were reported in a
less flourishing condition than usual. The
immunity from disease of a malignant ty;
among. cattle is very marked over the
province, nothing beyond the usual lumps on
the throat being reported.

Throughout the province there agpeurs to
be but little or no wheat in the hands of
farmers beyond what is required for ordin-
ary consumption. The great majority of the
reports state that there is none whatever,
and ‘where there does appear to be any the
quantity is very limited. In the cases of
oats and hay there appears to be practically
none, and the localities are few where there
remains sufficient for ordinary use. Both
these articles of food became very scarce ata
Yyery early date in the season.

Farm Rentals and Dairying.

Correspondents were asked to give the
average rental of farm land in their respect~
ive districts, when sending in their reports.
These returns vary greatly, depending large-
ly on the state of cultivation to which the
land had been brought and the condition in
which it was when first rented. The rent
varied from 23 and 50 cents to $3 and $4 per
@cre, The naked prairie of course rauked
Jowest, but in cases where farms contained a
large amount of cultivated land, in cases
veady for receiving the seed, the prices
fanged correspondingly high.

United States Crops,

WasHINGTON, July 6.—The weather the
past week in Minnesota and Dakota has
favored the growing crops, although locali-
ties in South Dakota need rain, and oceasion-
al reports of rustcome from Southern Min-
nesota. Wheat, oats and barley are heading
and corn’ is reported in good condition.
Throughout the  prinei; corn-producing
States, - including the States of the Ohio,
Central Miss insipgi and Lower Missouri
valleys, the weather was 'especially favor-
able for harvesting, which is well ad-
vanced.. The condition. ‘of corn is gener-
ally reported as excellent, but small
grains ve been somewhat injured by
drought. Reports from the entirs cotton
region indicate that this crop continues to im-
prove, although other crops, especially corn,
in the south Atlantic and Gulf states need
rain. The weather was generally favorable
in the middle Atlantic states and New Eng-
land. Harvesting is progressing with a pros-
pect of a large hay crop throughout these
districts. The oat crop is poor, but has im-
roved slightly in the middle Atlantic States.
§ew York reports apples not half a erop,
while corn and hops were improved and pota-
toes good. All crops are growing fine y in
Nengnghmd except oats, which are rusting
badly, and potatoes and corn show signs of
blight; in the southern sections the fruit crop
will be short, ;

TO SHUT OUT AMERICAN CORN,

The French Senate Votes in Favor of ar
Prohibitory Duty.

PARI8, July 5.—The Senate this' week has
shown its hand plainly in regard to American
questions. After a long debate it finally
voted in favor of a duty of three francs on
corn, and supplemented this by imposing a
duty of six francs on cornmeal. During the
closing-debate it was distinctly avowed that
the duty on corn was to be considered only a
continuation of the nine-year-old policy to-
ward American pork. Comte Foucher de
Careil declared that the im rtation of
Amerxqan pork was only another mode of
1mportm§ American corn, and French far-
mers could not maintain' themselves against
it. The prohibition oi&)ork was right and
ought to be maintained, and the uty on
corn should also be made prohibitory.~ M.
Milland called attention to the fact that
American pork is only prohibited on the
ground of its alleged unhealthfulness. He
declared that 'this- was merely a
pretext. Other members replied = that
it was all right and that the prohibition
ought to_be maintained. An article pub-
lished in The Temps, which is thought to re-
flect the views of the Government, suggests
that there might be circumstances under
which it might be desirable to withdraw the
prohibition against pork, :
