Civie réformers held the opening meet-
Ing of a camphign for clean, city gov-
srnment at the Pavilion last night. The
pall was filled with an audience that
was fairly enthusiastic, and the speeches
2ll pointed to an earnest wish for bet-
ter men at the head of Toronto’s _ai-
Jairs. ‘ i

The business part of the meeting con-
sisted of the appointment of a Citizens’
Committee, to consider the advisability
of certain reforms, and primarily to
secure the election of good wen as alder-
men for 1895. The committee is a large
and gomprehensive one, and will hold
its first meeting in the Council Chamber
on Tuesday next.

Both the floor of the hall and the ‘gallery
were well filled at 8 o'clock. There was
a goodly sprinkling of ladies, both among
the auditors and on the platform. and
the presence of the fair ones may have
restrained Bny exhibitions of discord.
As it was, Louis P. Kribs was the only
one who rose in opposition, and what he
had to eay won the approbation of fully
half of those present. The name of the
Hurontario canal promoter was once
mentioned, but it was received with
such a mingled storm of hisses and jeers
that the ex-Baron himself asked that he
be not mentioned. During the rest of
the meeting he sat silent and there was
peace. c

Mr. Brock's Address.

W. R. Brock, in opening, said ‘the meet-
fng had been called to discuss matters
ronnected with improvemeit in munici-
pal govetrnuent. 1t had been-ealled by
ihe Mayor and he being unable to be pres-
ent nad asked him (Mr. Broek) to take
the chair in his place. Had the resolu-
tions been enforced during the past lour
or five years that were to be brought
forward at this meeting, many of the
disgraceful revelations that had been
made recently would probably not have
been made, there wpuld have baen no ne-
tessity for them. No matter how good the
system, no matter how carefully devised
the system, unless it was properly ad-
ministered by honest men it .would sim-
ply be impossible to do any good.

Hugh Blain, President of the Board of
Trade, moved the first resolution. It
was this :

“That the legislative functions on the
‘one hand and the executive and admin-
istrative on the other be as far separat-
ed as possible in the civic service; that
the legislative functions be entrusted to
the eouncil, that the execative -and: ad-
ministrative functions be entrusted to a
grlaried board of adminfstration, of
-which the Mhuyor shall be chairman.”

Mr. Blain paid there must ba something
radically.wrong with an administrative
government that could produce such re-
gults ns we had beeth experiencing dur-
ing the past few weeks. The system
micht ‘he ali right forssmall towns and
villages where the prineipal men took an
active part in municipal affairs; but the
jarger the mupicipality grew the lower
the standard Beemed to fall. It now
remained for them to find out the causes
of the defect. In his opinion the prineipal
cause was a defective system. We had
a municipal system that was not suit-
able for the work it had to do. Until the
duties of the aldermen, and the call upon
their time were lessened, they could not
expect good men to take the position.
Mr. Blain further alluded to the abuse
that was generally heaped from all sides
upon the aldermen, which he strongly de-
precated.
H Professor Goldwin Smith.

Professor Goldwin Smith, in geconding
the resolutiom, said Things have oecur-
redi lately-which have” 'brought wshame
upon us all. (Uheers.) Let us think mo
more of the past, but see whether we can-
not redeem the honor of our city in the
future. I don’t believe that it can be
dione otherwise than by a change of sys-
tem. What Mr.Blaine has said is perfectly
true; our system is a village system; it

js not a eity system, and we must hawvel

0 city system, adapted to the
jmmense size-and importance of Toron-
to. (Applause.) “They are always tell-
fog us to elect better men. The -best
men will not come out. You cannot get
& man in an importaut business to come
out and devote himself to +the duties of
an alderman as they now are.

There is onaq city in the United States
that §8 permanently well governed, and
that §8 Washington. That city is gov-
arned by three commissioners appointed
by the President of the United States.
{Applause.) Everybody is satisfied with
ihat administration. The good adminis-
$ration of the city forms a great attrac-
tion amnd is greatly helping Washington
to hesome the social centre of this Con-
tinent. The first step seems to be to
separate the legislative from the admin-
jstrative functions. I have enquired about
these things in the United States, unfl ; ¢
find that cities are well zoverned just
fu proportion as the administration is
taken from the legislative body, and given

This is the mark towards which we
have to aim. Unless we make some
change in the system all our ciforts to
improve the elections will do us no good;
we shall relapse again; we shall get the
same sort of men, and if the duties re-
main the same as they are how, really.
I do not see how you can expect an
alderman to give ‘up the greater part
of his time without some remuneration,
direct or indirect. The wonder has al-
ways been to me, not that our aldermen
are not ‘better than they are, but
that they are as good as they are.
(Laughter.)

It. is becoming a serious matter. The
city is becoming loaded up with debt,
and it is still in great peril. There are
many things to be done. It is said that
Sir Oliver Mowat would refuse to give
us a special charter, because he thinks
if we had it other cities would follow.
Well, why should they not? Why should
we be doomed to this Procrustian momno-
tony.

Why Herr Kribs Opposes It.

The chairman was about to put the
resolution when Lowmis P. Kribs arose
from the body of the hall and asked to
be allowed to speak. He was jnvited to
the platform.

Mr. Kribs said there were matters in
the resolution which he, as a satepayer,
felt like opposing. In the city of New
York the idea laid down in the 1esolution
was exactly being carried out, and yet
New York was perhaps the worst gov-
erned ¢ity on earth. The trouble that
was in New York we would bring upon
ourselves here if the resolution was
adopted. Referring to the government
of the city of Washington, Mr. Kribs
pointed out that every dollar of taxa-
tion that was exacted from the rate-
payers was duplicated by the Congress
of the United States. Under such cir-
cumstances we would make Toronto the
best city on the continent. (Laughter.)
He objected.to the control of a commis-
sioner in every sense and in every way.

We had the poywer of reformation in
our own hands. If such men as Hugh
Blaim, Pref. Smith, Robert Jafiray -and
D. M. Defoe would come forward and ac-
cept places as aldermen we uld have
good municipal government here.

The last words of the speaker were
greeted with loud applause, which was
comtinued for several minutes.

*~  Why Aldermen Resign.

Dr. Barrick said that if they asked
the men who had resigned from the coun-
cil during the past twelve years why
they had dome 80 they woyld all tell
them that there was no man, under the
present system, who could attend to
all the duties ‘that were required of the
council and attend tto any other busi-
ness. Replying to Mr. XKribs, Dr.
Barrick said that in New York the Mayor
appointed the heads .of departments.
That was mot what was proposed in
the resolution before the meeting. With
reference t¢" Mr. Kribs’ remarks about
Washington, the Doctor ®said the rea-
son the United States Government paid
ha}f of the taxes in Washington was be-
cause it owned one-half of the property.
(Applause.)

The resolution was then put to the
meeting. Quite a large number of those
present voted against it, but the chair-
man declared it carried.

The Kind of Aldermen Wanted.
&corge Bertram moved this resolution:
“This meeting desires o express _its
opinion that the very best interests and
the future welfare of the city require
above "evetrything else the election of
aldermén whose. character and general
fitness for the position will command the
confidence of all good citizens.
“That an honest and capable adminis-
gtration of the affairs of the city can-
not be pefured withopt a determined ef-
fort on ¢he part of all coneerned to in-
duce men of the highest integrity and
ability to eome forward and be willing
to serve §n the City Council.
“And that ‘this meeting pledges itseli
to use its influence to bring .about a bet-
ter condition of thingg for 1893 than has
existed for some years\past.”

Not a Falr Reflex of the People.
Mr. Bertram did not believe that the
people had beeu fairly represehted this
vear. The City Couucil was not a fair
veflox of the people of this city: He atd
not think that the people at large would
condone or support what had been going
on this year. (A voice: God forbid.)

It had been the greatest difficulty to
get the aldermen to discuss any guestion
on its merits. They had acted mainly
from their own poihts of view. The ob-
ject of an alderman shou!d be not for
hiq;golf, for his own busjfiess, ‘but the

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HID THE BODY UNDER4 WALK

PR

S1X PRERSONS CONOCERNED 1IN 4
BRUTAL MURDER.

A Chicago Janitor Cut Down With an AXx
—The Limbs Brokem and the Body
Stuffed Into a Small Box, Carted Off
and Hidden—Malf a Dozen  Arrest
Made.

Chicago, Dec. 7.—A. D. Barnes, = who
was employed as janitor ¢f the Hiawatha
ACpartment Building, 268 East 27th-
stieet, wapg murdered in a brutal manner
lagt night in the basement of the build-
ing and an elaborate effort was made by
his slayer, and accessories after the' fact,
to caneeal the crime by hiding the backed
and mutilated corpse in a {hole: under the
sidewalk in South Park-avenue.

The packing case in which thec remainn
were hidden wag discovered this morning,
and to-night every person except, per-
haps one woman, who is suspecteid by the
police, to have had any knowledge. of
the ¢rime d¥e under arrest.

3 Murdered With an AX

The circumstantial evidence so far se-
tured agaiust Edmund Jordan, the as-
sistant jamitor at the Hiawatha ‘flats,\ is
of the strongest kind and only his confes-
sion is lacking to establish peyond any
doubt the faet that he hacked the life out
of his superior with an ax, cut and broke
the lifmbs of the bleeding corpse so that
it eould be stowed ia %he box whnich he
had’ preparéd for it. and then accompan-
iggl by a man and woman,%ook it in a
stolen rig to the lonely hiding-place . at
midnight.

The persons who are in the Woodlawn
Police Station, charged with the mur-
der or complicity in the disposal Of the
body or held as witnesses are: Edmund
Jordan, assistant janitor ; ,Hiawatha
Flats, the alleged murderer; John Ben-
son, Jersey, a boon companion of Jor-
dan, and the man who is accused of be-
ing on the wagon seat with him; A, R.
Winslade, engineer of a flat building, 744
Rhodes-avenue; Mrs. Andrew R. Winslade,
his wife, who is said to have been {nti-
mate with Barnes; Annie Mahoney, mis-

and .did not get it back; Mrs. Edmund
Jordan, wife of khe alleged murderer,
whe is also said to have been unlawfully
intimate with Barnes.

Another Suspect.

The police mre trying to find another
womgn who called pt the Hiawatha
flag¥early last night, and was anxious
to see Barnes, who was out at the time.
This woman is believed by the police
to have accompanied the two men who
drove the body ‘to its place of conceal-
ment, are either Mrs. Winslade or Mrs.
Jordon may have *been that woman.

It is known by several witnesses that
two men with a woman seated’ between
them, drove a wagon containing a box
south on Cottage Grove-avenue from
the Hiawatha flats about 11 o’clock last
night. It is believed f{the crime was
committed just before that time.

It is also in evidence against Jordan
and Jersey that they met shortly aiter
the time the murder is supposed to have
been committed, and that Jordan said
that -the job was done, and it did not
take an hour to do it. ' This meeting
was in a saloon near the scene of the
murder.

As to the motive of the deed the po-
lice say that Barnes received hiamonth’s
pay yesterday, and mo money can be
found in his bloody ‘clothes or in fthe
basement where the man met his death.
Robbery on the part of Jordany who is a
good-for-nothing fellow, may have been
one of the motives.

26 pounds for a dollar, @ud J6 per cent
of that used in Canada is veing refined
in Canada, giving employment io thou-
sands of artizans. 03,

The epeaker also eloguently and hum-
orously quoted Ghe ‘“‘wandering policy,
of the Opposition to get into power.
The.speaker, who was offered the un-
animons nomination of the Conservative
party of the County of Welland to-day
to represent them in the coming elec-
tion as their standard-bearer, ‘thanked
the Conservatives of the county for the
honor they had bestowed upon him, and
in .all fairness to his consfituents of the
grand old County of Haldimand, who
had stood by him, he had fo consult
them before refusing or accepting fbhe
nomination.

MOTORMEN SERTOMELY HURT.

A Street Car Collides With a Wagon and
Samuel Clayton Sustains Injuries
Which May Result Fatally.

was driving a team of horses at-
tached 'to a wagon laden with }my,down
Yonge-street, and when opposite Rox-
borough-avenue, and just at the head of
the Steep idecline which commences at
that point, the bolt attaching one Of
%he whiffletrees to the doubletree came
out and the whiffhletrees dropped on the,
heels of one of the horses. The animal
plunged forward, carrying the neck-yoke
clear of the pole and allowing the lat-
ter to fall to the pavement. The end of
the pole entered the grove in the rail, and
in this manner the gpeed of the wagon
was somewhat slackened, until the foot
of the hill was reached, when the wagon
came to a stand still. i
Just at this moment the car, of which
Clayton was motorman, started down
the decline. Clayton saw the danger,
and applied the bmake, but the ru.ils were
slippery, and the car went . crashing into
the heavy laden wagon. The force of
the collition completely wrecked the
vestibule of the car, and Clayton was
pinned between the wrenched brake and
the front of the car so securely that he
could not be ireed until a heavy sledge
was procured and the brake driven back.
Besides several heavy bruises on his
face, inilicted by the glass, the blow
from the brake caused serious .internal
injuries, which, it is feared, will have
a fatal termination. He was removed
to his home in the ambulance, where Drs.
Johnson and Fenton attended his 1in-
uries,

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SENSATIONAL THRORIES IN THE
MINNEAPOLIS MYSTERY.

Harry Hayward Who Loaned the Victim

Money and Took Uncontestable l’ollcles

on Her Life. Under Arrest—-Suspiciol
That He Secured Mem to Commit th
Crime.

Minneapolis, Minn., Dec. 7.—Harry T.
Hayward, the closest {friend of Cath
erine Ging, the girl who was murdered
last Monday, was arrested 'ast cvening
on & warrant sworn out by the Count
Attorney of Hennepin County. His bro-|
ther, A. A, Hayward,~was also arrested.
Both were arraigned to-day, but the
enquiry was enlarged,

The murder was not committed by
Hayward, as he was at the Grand Opera
House with Miss Blanche Bartleson, his
fiancee, at the time of the murder, but
the officers say they will show that
Miss Ging was murdered at Hayward’s
instigation by two men, one of whom
is a St. Paul gambler, who will be ar-
rested as soon as he can be found, when
an attempt will be made to et him
to turn State’s evidence.

It is said that this gambler only de-
cured a small sum for his work, as Hay-
ward knew something about him that
would eend him to State Prison. “A
motive for the erime is found in ‘ihe fact
that Haywaxrd has lost steadily at
gambling recently—asmuch sometimes
as $5000 a night. ¢

He became much embarrassed for funds,
nut a short time ago his {a‘thergavehim
several thousand dollaxs, and the officers
think he hit upon the scheme oflending
Miss Ging several thousand dollars,help-
ed her to secure two life insurance poli-
cies for an aggregate of §10,000, and then
planuned to get not only the insurance,but
the money he had lent her aswell.

If his plans had worked without a; hitch
he mould gave gecured $22,000—the
$52,000 the girl had on her person and
the $10,000 life: insurance. It fs said
tha tthe officers ‘will attempt to 'prove
that Hayward introduced one of the men
Birectly concerned in the murder to Miss
Ging more than & month ago, andthed she
bad on severa] occasions gone out to ride
with him.
