How­
ever, of late there has been a marked im­
provement in his physical and mental 
dition, a fact not only supported by the 
members of t he household in which he re­
sided, but by his town acquaintances who 
have at different times within the past tew 

nthe had the pleasure of an interview.
Shortly after his demise, however, un­

savory rumors began to spread through the 
community, which were so tangible and con­
vincing in substance, as to lead the authori­
ties of the town to deem an investigation ne­
cessary, whereupon Dr. S. C. Primrose, a 
coroner for the county, was instructed to 
empanel a jury and hold an inquest. This 

put into effect yesterday morning, the 
body in the mean time having been brought 
to the Court House, where the examination 
of witnesses took place.

From the evidence brought forth and sub­
mitted to the coroner’s jury, they ad most 
uuainiously recommended that, in the in­
terests of the public and in justice to the 
wife of the deceased, it was nt-essary to 
request the coroner to hold a post mortem 
examination. ... Accordingly, during the 
afternoon an autopsy was made by Drs. 
Freeman, de Blois and Primrose, Dr. Bar- 
naby being present. The result of this in. 
vestigation we are unable to place before 

readers, though we may state that it is 
reported that) nothing was discovered out­
side of the stomach which would prove con­
clusively the immediate cause of death.

Phillips Brooks ranked, easily, the ablest 
and most popular preacher in the United 
States. By his fervid eloquence and the 
broad-minded philanthropic doctrine he 
taught, both by his sermons and his life, 
he doubtless wielded a greater influence 
for good than any other preacher of the 
United States. Only about a year ago 
he was consecrated Bishop of Massachu­
setts, and just as he has fully entered 
upon his work in what promised to be 
a higher and more extended field of useful­
ness he is called away at the age of 57, in 
the full strength of his ripened manhood.

JamesG. Blaine, who died on Friday last, • 
will also rank first among the men of his 
time. His sphere was among the politici­
ans and political movements of his time, and 
there ho was the most prominent figure. 
On this side of the line we have not been 
accustomed to admire Mr. Blaine, as his 
methods partook too much of sharp busi­
ness practices, and doubtless this opinion^ 
shared in to a considerable extent by his 
own countrymen, cost him the presi­
dency when a candidate for that position 
eight years ago. But the person who
by his own exertions, can rise as he did to 
occupy such a prominent position 
fairs of the nation, must of necessity possess 
abilities of an extraordinary kind. Mr. 
Blaine was by no means an old man, having 
been born in 1830. This makes him but 63, 
just 21 years younger than Gladstone, who 
is still carrying on'his shoulders a large mea­
sure of the responsibilities and burdens of 
governing the British empire.

Ex-president Hayes was a man of but 
average ability, and he will be remembered 
chiefly from the fact that he was at one 
time president. His name will always recall 
the hotly contested election by which his 
victory over Tilden was so hardly won. His 
death leaves Cleveland the only living ex­
president.

—John D. Macintosh, a well known citi­
zen of Halifax and member of the firm of 
Macintosh & Mclnnes, contractors, died on 
Wednesday evening, aged 56 years.

On Saturday last Hon. Mr. Fielding in­
troduced his measure relating to the coal 
mines. This bill confirms and ratifies a 
contract already entered into by the Gov- 
eminent by w hich a lease is given to an 
American syndicate, represented by Henry 
M. Whitney of Boston, of all the coal mines 
in the county of Cape Breton, for a period of 
ninety-nineyears, with the privilegeof having 
it ex tended for twenty years longer under cer­
tain conditions, at the option of the syndi­
cate. Lengthy speeches have been made by 
Hon. Messrs. Fielding and Longley in de­
fence of the measure, and by Mr. Cah&n and 
other opposition members against it. It 
was contended on the one side that this 
measure would lead to the introduction of 
American capital and enterprise and our 
mines would be worked on a much more ex­
tended scale and by new and improved 
methods. The syndicate are to pay 12J 
cents per ton royalty instead of 10 as at 

' present, and they are to pay an amount 
equal to that paid during the year 1891 by 
those mines, no matter whether the mines 
are worked or not. This Mr. Fielding 
claimed was a guarantee against the mines 
being closed, at it would require a penalty 
of about $120,000 a year.

On the other hand it was contended that 
a lease of one hundred and nineteen years 
was almost equivalent to a deed outright, 
and that to hand over these valuable mines 
to a foreign company fop-that length of 
time was au outrage; tfiat^this syndicate al­
ready controlled the mines of Pennsylvania 
and the railways leading to them, and that 
this measure would subject the coal consum­
ers of Canada to a monopoly as extoriionate 
as that from which the people of thè United 
States are now suffering. The lease gave 
the syndicate power to mortgage these 
mines to the extent of $6,500,000, of which 
$2,500,000 would be sufficient to buyout the 
present lessees, and there was nothing in 
the contract, the opposition contended, to 
compel the syndicate to invest one dollar of 
the other $4,000,000 in Nova Scotia. Our 
mines, it was contended, were being devel­
oped gradually each year aud the income 
from royalty was yearly increasing until 
now it was double what it was ten or fifteen 
years ago.

After being vigorously discussed for sev­
eral days the measure pissed a sccoud read­
ing by a strict party vote. It is thought 
that by the middle of the present week the 
Legislature will be ready to adjourn for a 
month, when the general business of the 
session will be taken up.
