sivo years filled the offico of ohurchwardens. i

The committeo, in closing this very brief re- .
port, would, on behalf of their church, thank ,
thoso ladies and geatlemen who kindly undertook .,
tho duty of collectors for tucir association, and
would ask them, and all their fellow-labourers in |
tho work of their blessed master, not to grow ,
weary in well-doing, kuowing that in duc time !
thoy shall reap the reward of their labours if they
faint not.

In conclugion, tho managing committee cannot
refrain from expressing their gratification at the
return of the rov. charrman of the district, the
rural dean and rector of Guelph. They cordially
welcomo hium back after an absenco of two years
to tho soenes of bis forimer labours, and especiatly
to the anmversary meetings of tho Gore and Wel-
lington branch of the church society, of which he .
