COMBING WOOL IN THE UNITED STATES.
BE Hon. Thomas McCraw thinks that farmers
would find it very profitable to grow Jarge quan-
tities of combing wool, and gives the following reason
for his opinion:—

18t—Machinery for thn manufactare of worsted fa-
brics of every kind has been largely imported into this
country, and the production of this kind of goods will
increase largely in the future.

2nd—But very little combing wool is grown in ths
United States, and that which is produced is mostly
of an inferior quality.

8rd—All the first-class combing wools used in the
United States are imported from Eugland, at a oost of
trom 650 to 760 per Ib.

4th—TFirst-class combing wool is not procured toany
considerable extent, exee?t in Eogland and Canada,
while seven-eighths of all the great wool growing
countries of the world grow fine wool.

Therefore, with the immense quantity of combing
wools which the worsted manufactories of the coun-
try will require, it will be imposeible for an excees of
this kind of wool to be produced for & century at least,
if ever. England competed strongly with us for Ca-
pada combing wool during the past season, and paid
better prices than we could afford, she having no uf‘y
to pay, while wo have 13¢ per lb. to pay in gold.
Should we at any time have an excess of this class of
woo), Engiand will be found in our markets competing

- with our buyers. There ia butone conclusion to which
any well informed person can come cn this subject,
and that is, that it will pay to grow this wool better
thsn any other. If Michigan now acts promptly, she
will be the great combing wool State of the Union,
and her profits will be immense from itssource. There
is no olap-trap about this subjeot ; it ie plain, practical
©common sense.

In orossing, use the Leicester or Cotswold bucks,
with tbe largest framed Spanish ewes, and we will
have the best combing and delaine wool that can be
produoced.

The purposes for which oomblnﬁ wools are required
are too numerous to mention. Ail lustre dress goods
are made from them; also shawls, cloaks, hoods, shoe
lastings. &0.; also a thousand other articles which are
in daily use.

We cannot produce an excess of the demand from
the numerous wants of actual consumption. Look
at England whose worsted mills are numbered by the
thousand, and which now furnishes worsted goods of
all kinds to every part of the world. Her mill owners
laugh at the idea ot it being possible or probable for
us to overstock our markets with our own manu-
faotures, when we have a protective and prohibitory

AN OFFSET TO THE ABOVE.

Henry 8. Randall, wool editor of the Rural New
Yorker thus writes: —

*¢ A resolution was adopted during the last session
of Congress which authorized the Secretary of State
to open neBothtions for a new commercial treaty with
the New Dominion or Canadas It is understood
those negotiations are now in Emfms at Washing-
ton, between Mr. Seward, the English Mini-ter, Mr.
Thornton, and Mr. Rose, the Financial Minister of
the New Dominion —and that they are apparently pro-
ceeding to a harmonious conclusion.

“ We do not of course know the basis of the pro-
posed treaty. or the terms which the British negotia-
tors ask, or which the Secretary ot State is disposed
to concede, in regard to wool. Butthe prevailing be-
liet is, that something akin to the Reciprocity Treaty,
abrogated three years ago, will be agreed on and su!
mitted to the ratification of the Senate at the next
session of Congress If the duties on Canadian pro-
duots are removed, or reduced to metely nom nal
rates, by a new treaty, in order to obtain doneessions

favourable to our shipping, fishing, &c., interests (par-
ticularly those of New England —if our flour, beef,
barley potatoes, eggs and other farm products, are to
be exposed to equal competition in our markets with
the same Canadian products—no one can expect, or
does expect that wool will be made an exception.

‘ What would be the result, so far as wool is con-
cerned? It would have no appreciable effect on our
fine wools, for no important amount of them is grown
in the British American Provinces. But the produc-
tion of combing wools, 8o healthily invigorated by
the present tariff—now suddenly starting into a great
interest in ail the Northern States—would be cut up
by the boots.

GOLD MINING NEWS,

ROM the Madoc Mercury of the 17th inst, wo copy

0 in_the 8th concession of Marmora, purchased by
Mr. W. F. Gatling, of New York, from Messrs. For-
neri, Kennedy & Co.

The owners of the Caldwell crusher, Mesers. Severn
and Caldwell, have purchased about 200 tons of ore
trom Mr. Feigle, which their mill is now working.
They have also made arrangements with Mr. Brenton,
on lot 10 in the 8th concession of Marmora, by which
they are to mine and crush a certain number ot tons
of ore. If the yield is satisfactory, a large purchase
will soon be made. The Caldwell crusher is un-
doubtedly the best yet erected in this region. It has
many advantages, and is far superior to many others
in some important points, viz., it i3 very compact, not
liable to get out of order, and the pulp requires no
extra handling after leaving thestamps, but is carried
in spouts a few feet to the first pair of pans, where it
is grouud fine, and then passes through another spout
to a pair of amalgamating pans below, containing mer-
oury and further grinding apparatus. The fides of
these pans are lined with copper, charged and coated
with mercury, which is great service in catching the
fine gold. The pans are small, being about three feet
in diameter. A stream of pulgis continually pa-sin
through them and out through sluices. at the end o
which a new addition has been made of a box, the
shape of & ‘“ V,” or inverted stphon. The pulp passes
ia at the long arm, through a quantity of mercur
at the bottom, acd out of the other arm t
is caloulated to catch the floured mercury that floats
off or ie carried out with the pulp. It is a good thing,
though simple; the idea being suggested by Mr
McDermott, an Australian miner, better known about
here as ‘ Dr. Platypus.”

BRITI8H AMERICAN Woop.—The public dock stock
of Pine and Spruce Deals has bad 800 000 pieces added
to it during the month of September, over and above
the deliveries for the month’s consumption; but of
Pine Deals there is etill a marked difference in com-
parison with the years 1866 and 18¢7, and the moder-
ate supplies expected will probably leave us at the
end of the year without such large stocks as hereto-
tore. The prices ot First Quality Pine are fairly
sustained, both for regular dimensions and for out-
sizes; for Becond Quality Pine the demand has
hitherto been feeble, 8o that the import cost is barely
attainable; and for Third Quality Pine the sale was
again flut at the end of the month., Of White Spruce
Deals, the supply has exceeded the demand, and the
stcok is acoumulatiag: a few Quebec of the first sort-
ing will occasionally bring about 11/, standard: but
from this good rate we drop to 8. for Third Quality,
the intermediate classes of Canadian Spruce being
much less inquired for since Baltic White Deals have
been sold exten-ively for less than the estimated cost
ot Colonial 8pruce. 8o it is with New Bruniwick
8pruce Deals. A few can be sold at fair prices, but
the trade will not make large purchases. Quebec
Timber —Yellow timber i8 in fair demand, at prices
ranging from 75s. to 87s. 6d. per load. Red Pine
Timber has small sale, the building size being super-
seded by the cheaper Baitic kir. Klm Timber of large
metings nas brought as much as 95s and 97s. 6d. per
load, dropping from that to 80s. for useful dimen-
sions. Ash Timber remains at 75s. to 80s. White-
wood not baving established its usefulness, has np
fixed value—for old parcels 50s. per load, and for fresh
76s. might be the assumed price. Birch,—Quebec
brings 77s. 64, to 87s. 8d. per load; a pargel of stout

Prince Edward’s Isle was s 1d for 75s. per load Pitch
Pine—there has been no further arrivals. The stock
is reduced 300 loads by the consumption of the past
roonth, No demand to change qnotations. A choice
cargo of Pitch Pine Plank: and Deals from St. Mary’s,
Georgia, it now on the market.

Quebec standard pipe have
been scld at 70/., and the stock is light. Puncbeon
still hold their way at 22/. 10s, though the stock is
abundant. New York Staves are stow of sale, but
without alteration in price.
