The winter costumo for officors of Cavalry
in Cannda, is a dark blue pea patrol jacket,
braided and trimmeod with black astracan
fur—-black astracan gauntlets, thick bluo
cloth pantaloons, with two white siripes
down the outer scams, long boots and jack
spurs with steel undorstrap, embroidered
gold lace scarlet waiscoat (or white do, s
worn by thio 13th Hussars when in this coun-
try) a black astracan fur cap——inches high
with scarlet or whito crown embroidered
with gold and gold button—no cap lines,
and the fur cap made looss 80 as to be well
pulled over the earsin cold weather, un-
dress snowbelt and black patent leather
Sabretascho undress pouch and belt when
mounted. The long Cavalry cloak with re-
moveablo cape, can, if required, be worn over
all, tho cloak protects the horse and rider.
This is tho uniform worn Ly the Quebec and
Montreal V. Hussars.

The winter uniform as worn by tho Field
battery officors and garrison sarlillery is the
samo as in the regular artillery when serving
in Canads, and consists of a thick blue cloth
great coat, braided and trimmed with black
astracan fur, scarlet waiscoat, blackastracan
fur gauntlets, thick blue cloth pantsloons
with broad red stripe down thoe outer scams,
long boots (with jack spurs and steel under-
strap for monnted officers) undress pouch
and belt, undress aword belt, and black
patent leather sabretasche (for mounted of-
ficers) black astracan fur cap with scarlet
crown embroidered in gold and gold button;
cap—inches high. Tho same badges of
rank as are worn in the Infantry ; aro used
in tho V. Cavalry and Artillery Lut are of
silver instead of gold.

The 27th of February (Tuesday) will = 5
bo remobered in England as the Jday of Na.
tional Thanksgiving for tho recovery of s
Royal Highness tho Prince of Wales,

Tho Q' -~ 4 attended by tho Princes of hier
family, tho House of Lords and Cummons
with the Judges and noblility of England
passed in grand procession through tho
streets of London amid plaudits of over half
a million of her subjects, the rear of artitlery
aud the ringing of bells to St. Pauls Cathe-
dral there to acknowledgo tho meicy of
Almighty God in sparing, to the prayers of
herself and people, the Heir of thio British
Empice, and the hope of one third of the
human race.

Twelvo thousand soldiers aided by the
poilea force kept the streets, und tho pro-
cession was one conlinued ovation, the
cheering of the peoplebeing continuous from
Buckingham Palace to St. Paul..
