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And how may we best acquire this power but by the study
of our subject—the philosophic study of man?- -

‘What our profession requires to-day, even more than an in-
crease in scientific knowledge, is more of the study which gave
character to the great masters of the past, and a realization of
the grandeur of the divine possibilities in man. True, we see
much of the lower nature, weakness and suffering and sin, but
we also see in every soul the- capacity of Honor, Courage. and
Love. Let us rather look on these. “ Whatsoever things are
true, . . . whatsoever things are pure, . . . wWhatsoever
things are lovely, . . . 1if there be any virtue, . . . let
us think on these things.”
