The free 1n-
st.tutions we now enjoy and the full messure of
liverty that makes Canadians the most
contented people uander the sun, were
pot always ours,—and it seems to me that
it argues almost unworthiness tn the heir to
"accept o precions an inheritapce withous even
0 much as caring whence it came. Evenifig
were admitted that all other history is without
interest and ita reading useless, it does appear
tome that that should be most attractive to
every Canadian which tells of Indian massacres
and Eoglieh invasiona of Osnada by land and
gea, and of all the constunt difficulties and dan-
gers which beset the early settlera of this
country, while with a fortitude worthy of al)
praiso they 1eid deep the solid foundations on
which stand firmly in our own day those free
inetitutiona of our Dominicn that make her the
eovy even of Republics, Happy the country
that has no history, but happier atill the land
that can boast such & history as ours.

I am » Oanadisn of Irieh descent, and I yield
to pone in being a Canadian. True, our athers
came to these shores but yesterday, as it were,
still the whole past of Cenada is the History of
OvR COUNTRY. Just as true is this, as that the
deecendants of the Norman followers of William
rightly claim as part of the history cf their
country thoee chaptera which tell of England
before the Conquest. In this I believe as in
she creed,nnd therefore it is not for the purpcee
of showing that Irish.Canadians * should
be interested in the earlier pages of the
bistory of this country thst I now refer to
a pamphlet that appeared several years
ago, and which at the time fastened my atten-
tion. It ia & little pamphlet of some forty
pages, about the size of your hand, and contain®

an address delivered before the St. Patrick's
Society of Montreal in 1872 by John O'Farrell
of Quebec, a very scholarly man, The pam-
phlet was printed in the eame year by Lovell,
and I dare say copies may etill be had from
him, It certainly is worth having and wonld
repay reading. Mr. O'Farrell’s theory, sup-
ported by references to asuthentic documents, is
that "“a considerable portion of the French
s gpeaking population of thiz Province ia of
¢ Irieh extraction,” and that, in some of the
marvellous victoriea which preceded his last
defeat, large numnbers of the regular troops who
Berved under de Montcalm were men with un-
mistakeable Irish names, eoldiers of the famous
Izish brigade,

The reporter states briefly that ab the® finish
of the lecture there was applanse. But I can
imsgive the wrapt attention of the audience,
the hushed enthueiasm that at ]last mnst have
broken out into the wildeat cheers, Even to
read it quietly here at home has ano exciting
effect and makes the blaod tingle. Just read it
youreelf and see : thus the lecture closes :—

Here is a bit of neglected history that might
serve for the basis of an Irish-Canadian histori-
cal romance, Montcalm’s splendid victories of
Carillon (Tyconderoga}) and Fort Oswego
would afford subjects for the painting

of glorious battle-scenes.  Through these
and scores of other untouched incidents
the fortunes of the bhero might be

traced, His fortunes in love and war might be
told, and having brought him safe, or safe
enongh, from cannon-balls and sabre-cuts, the
dathing young soldier of the Irish Brigade might
very properly be marxied to that perfection of
sll womanhood, the hercine. And in this finale
at all events there would be plenty of historical
foundation, for in the pamphlet I refer you to
there are many extracts from the Registers at
Quebeo showing that in those days Irishmen
were very much given to teking in marriage.
Here istample materisl for & very pretty novel,
with] {ta subject and its scene and all it inci-
dents away off of the beaten irack. Bub where
ia the moveliat ? -

THE QUEEN’S SPEECH.

At the Prorogatiem of the British Parlia-
ment-The Irish Rallways—The Blave
Trade.

Lonpox, August 30.—Parliament was pro-
rogued to-day uantil November 16. The Queen,
in her apeech, of prerogation, said :—

My Lorps,—It ia with much eatisfaction I
releage you from the labore of a protracted ses-
sion. Oar relations with other powers continue
moat cordial. Since the beginning of the seseion
nothiug has happened to diminish our confident
expectation of nnbroken European peace. The
only excuption to the tranquil course of eventa
has been the very partial renewal of attempts
formerly made by the followers of the Mahd: to
invade the south frontier of Egypt. The invad-
g force was arrested and dispersed with con-
spicuous akill and complese effect by the Khed-
ive’s troopr, supported by a amall British con-
tingent under General Grenfell.

'he conference on the affairs of Samoa,consist-
ing of representatives of Great Britain, Germany
and Americs, who assemblsd at Berlin in the
spring, agreed upon a convention regulating the
government of those islands, The instrument
has been accepted by me and by the Emperor
of Germany, and now awaita the assent of the
American Senate. .

At my suggestion the King of the Belgians
has consented t0 summon in the autumn a
conference of the European powers to be held
at Bruszela to consider the present condition of
the slave trade by land and eea, and to deliber-
ate on measures for the arress and mitigation of
the evils which the traffic ati! inflicts upon
mankind,

I have come to an agreement with the French
Republic by wkich the various controversies
respecting the boundaries of our respecive
Esmauelgns on the west coast of Africs have been

justed.

A new pontal telegraph convention has been
concluded with France and Germany.

It has afforded me much pleasure to accepd
the loyal offers of several native princes who
have cume forward to share the military burdens
imposed upon mwy subjects in British India.
welcoms their co-operation in the common de-
fence of the Empire,

Redden, enterprising young merchants
enjoying the reputation of ‘‘live men” ever
ready todo a good turn, and many others not
omittiog my collssgue, Captain Walsh, M. P,
who used some very etrcog language in hie own
good-natured fashion, because we could mob
spend a day at his country seat and there
find out what sort of a Paradiae Prince Ed-
ward Island actually is: and jusy let me
say here, that viewed from the water ar we
sailed onut, & more picturreque place than
the Oaptain's it would bs ditficnls to find The
prettiest sight we eaw in Cbarlottetown was the
gardens around the public bmidioge. They are
attended to free of charge by Mr. Newberry,
one ot the officers of the Provincial Govern-
ment. The flower beds outrival apything I
have seen, not even the skill of the florist who
delights the eye in the grcunds of she Parlia-
ment buildings at Ottawa can compare with the
admirable effects prodvced by Mr. Newberry.
1 cannot close my remarks about three we met,
without mentioniug Mr. Edward Roach, the
veteran librarian of the local parliament, now in
his 75¢h year. Deepite his age he took us not
only through the modeat buildings, but actually
inslated on accompanying us to the roof that we
might ecjoy the view. Next to the " gem of
the ocean” P. E. Island occupies the warmest
place in the veteran’s heart, Showing us through
the little picture gallery, pointing out the en-
graving of Daniel O’Connell he told us many
anecdotes of the great liberator whose eloquence
he had heard more than orce. He spoke of a
celebrated speech be had once listened to from
the immortal Dap,lin which he refarred to P, E.
a8 & listle island with 40,000 inbabitants in the
full posseasicn of legislative freedom thav whae
denied his sncient race ot 8,000,000, ‘‘Little
did 1 think at that time,” said the old man,
*“that I should ever see the place myaself.”

Natarally Mr. Roach is fond of speaking of
his sone, one of whom was a distinguished officer
in the naval service of the United States, who
loat his life in the Samoan disaster; the cther ir
the well known literateur whose brilliant pea
has contributed a0 much to popularize the Boa-
ton Pilot, aod whose writings Gnd their way
into many of the leading newspapers and period
icals of the neighboring Qepublic. Prince
Edward Island is one of the happiest spots cn
the face of the globe. There are ro powerfully
wealthy people, but no paupers, The last cen-
aus gave them 108,891, of whom 47,115 are
Catholics, the remainder belonging to different
Protestant denominations, all living harmoni-
anely togetber, although they bave bad their
tronbles, There are 16,663 owners of land in
vhe island and 13,629 occupiers, Agriculture is
the principal resource of the country. There,
are, however, good fisheries, .

The manufactures are limived but have rapid-
ly developed of late, They consist of butter,
c?:am, starch snd somp factories, cunnperies,
griet, saw aud woollen mille, factories for can-
ning and preserviog mesat and fish, carrisge fac-
tories, ete. By the census of 1861 the figures of
Island industries were as follows :—

saint. The population of St. Johno's

ia aboud 30,000, of whom 20,000 ave Catbolics,
mostly of Irish descent The Enelish cathe-
dral is o fine bnildipg, but is, [ am informed,
sally deficient in scoumtic properties, There
are several very pretty churches belonging to
the differerns Protestant denominations. The
civic government is unsatisfactory to some of
thoso Ispoke to. The elsctric light system is
in vogue and guidea the weary psssenger up and
dowa hill ana on the transveree. Shops may be
s6en in many qoarbers, yeb the Lusiness of the
city is contined principally to one atreed oear
the water’s edge, which would remind one forci-
bly of our old Notre Dame street of thirty-five
years ago. The drainage of the city is simply
sbominable, and as a consequence diphtherin
bas been playing sad bavoe this 2ummer and
pow I yoderstand they are threatened with a
waligant fever, S8t, John’s is a very interesting
and well built city. Before leaviog bhome 1
took up a geography belongiog to ove of my
boys, and found that our youth are taugbt that
the capital of Newloundland is a city ‘‘com-
priced principally in one street,” This is a
¢rave injustice aud I hope more accurate infor-
mation will be ziven in future publicatione,
Newlionndland, which ia in area one-sixth
larger than Ireland, has suffered greatly from
injustice and mismavagement and in fact is still
» vietim of unfavorable circumatances. It 18 the
oldeat colony of Great Britain, aud yet as the
uilicial pamphles informa us *‘only eighty live
yesrs have elapsed emnce it became lawful to
erect a dwelling house and encloae or cultivate
» portion of land.” It was a penal offence to do
20, A lot of greedy monopolists in England for
long years wers evablea by their influence to
have these enactments paseed by the Drftish
Parliament so as to keep within their own
clutches the fruitful fisheries of the Banka,
Capiains of tishing vessels were obliged to Rive
boods that they would bring back to England
a8 many fishermen 88 they carried oud. This
was t0 prevent settlement ana thereby competi.

Terrible Bcenes Amoag the Btarving Miners
in EHitnofls.

Onicaco, Auvgust 30.—The Rev. J. 0'S
Huntiogden arrived here to-dsy en route from
the Illinoia mining diatrict to his home in New
York. Hessid : ** The situstion in ths mining
regions is unupeakably dtstremsing, Hunper
and disease are abroad and death is desolating
the homes of the hopeless victims of this un-
natural struggle. It would be hard to exagger-
ate the horrors which I have wigpessed during
my week’s trip theough the coal remion. Itis
bad encugh everywherc I weny, bat it is worse
at Spring Valley than elsewhere, Bub even
thers the poverty-stricken inhubitants ase
nct like the poor I'm used to seding. There is
pe whining ; the people rhow inwlligence aud
pride, Kven hunger haen’s debased their fees-
ings s one might expect. I am used toscenss
of want, but what I saw ad Spring Valley was
:fnore pitiful than snything I ever witnessed be-
ore,

“ The cottages are nice apd sre surrounded
by presty lawns aud gardeos, but the awful
poverty within waa shocking, Women told me
they had not ss much aa a pnece of soap to wash
their children's eloshes, Sicknees is increasing,
and doctors told me people werse so enfeebled by
long privation and anxiety that an epidemic
might break out at sny motnend, Busiaess 18
utterly dead. Merchants are giving their gooda
awsy. The people go to the drug stores for
medicines aud druggista supply them as far ns
they may be, bub take no necountd of the pur-
chases on their books, Despair is written
everywhere, but there is determination also
in tﬁ;e tacea of the hungry men and they will nop
