The~ desigzated airflne of the Governpent of Canada is granted theprivileges tO fly Scrose the territory Of Belgium without lanig, to land inBelgium for non-traffic purposes, an~d to put down and take on passengers, mailand cargo for and from Canada, at an airport~ in the territory of Belgium inEurope.

2. The routte to bo operated for the tiino being by the desigae airline ofthe Government of Canad.a shal be~ fron a point~ in Canada direotly or viainterniediate points to a point in Belgiui and beyond.

3. The designated airline of the Governmjent of Belgium is grante< theprivileges to fly across the territory of Canada with<out laniding, to land inCanada for non-traffic purposes, and to put down and take on passengers, mailand cargo for and from Belgiuxn at an ai'port in the territory of Canada.
4 * The route to be operated for~ the time being by the dehignated airline ofthe Governinent of Belgium shall be from a point in Belgium direetly or visintermediate points to Gander, Canada, and beyond.
5. Initermnediate points referred to in Paragraphs 2 and 4 of this Annex shallmean points in Iceiand, 1Ireand, ~The British Isles, Bermuda and thie Azores atat the discretion of the designated airlines.
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
