4 Domestic Market 

Most Japanese fruit juices are made by the agricul-
tural co-operatives. Co-operatives in 14 of the 
47 prefectures produce over 95 per cent of the total 
supply. The leading product is mikan orange juice.

There are 43 major primary producers of apple juice 
in Japan who account for 85 to 90 per cent of the 
total supply. The main production areas are Aomori, 
Nagano and Yamagata. Both clear and cloudy apple 
juice is produced in Japan. The cloudy type is the 
more popular, on an approximate 3 to 1 basis. 
When imports, which are mostly clear, are included, 
the ratio is reduced to about 2 to 1 in favour of the 
cloudy product. 

Clear apple juice is used for blending as well as for 
direct consumption. The cloudy product is not 
generally used for blending. 

Overall production and consumption of 100 per - 
cent fruit juice has increased rapidly since 1983 (see 
Table 3). The consumption of apple and other fruit 
juices has seen significant growth (see Tables 4 and 
5). The consumption changes of different types of 
beverages is illustrated by Table 6.
