1. New degree and diploma courses available in the
study of International Relations and in Area
Studies; and new majors and honours programmes
available in these fields within the various degree
courses.

2. Additions, deletions, and corrections in course
listings pertaining to fhe study of International
Relations and Area Studies; including courses
offered by the Department of Political Science, and
any relevant courses offered by other departments
of the University.

3. Revisions of staff listings, to include new staff
new fields of interest, and deletions from starf.
