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Cd) To teri-miiaM.e treaties and atgre.aants that are
incompatible with its sovereignty, independence, territorial
integrity and inviolability, neutrality, and national unity ;

(e> To refrain frou the. threat or use of force againBt
the. territorial int.grity or political independence of any
State, or In any other mariner inconsistent with the purposes of
the. United nations ;

(t> To settie ail disputes with other States by peaceful
means ;

<g> To refrain frou using its t.rritory or the
territories of other States to impair the sovereignty,
independence, and territorial Integrity and inviolability of
otiier States ;

Ch> To refrain from permItting the introduction or
statIoning of foreign forces, including military personnel, in
any f orci whatsoever, in Cambodia, and to prevent the.
establishment or maintenance of foreigi military bases, strong
points or facilities in Cambodia, *xcept pursuant to United
Nations authorization for the implementation of the
comprehens iv. political settlement.

Aricle 2

1. The. other parties to this Agreement hereby solemnly
undertake to recognize and to respect in every vay the
sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity and
inviolability, neutrality and national unity of Cambodia.

2. To this end, they undertake:

<a> To refrain from entering into any military alliances
or other military agreements with Cambodia that would be
