AGREEMENT ESTABLISHING THE INTERNATIONAL FUND FOR
AGRICULTURAL DEVELOPMENT

PREAMBLE

Recognizing that the continuing food problem of the world is afflicting a large
segment of the people of the developing countries and is jeopardizing the most
fundamental principles and values associated with the right to life and human
dignity;

Considering the need to improve the conditions of life in the developing
countries and to promote socio-economic development within the context of the
priorities and objectives of the developing countries, giving due regard to both
economic and social benefits;

Bearing in mind the responsibility of the Food and Agriculture Organization of
the United Nations within the United Nations system, to assist the-efforts of
developing countries to increase food and agricultural proauaction, as well as that
organizations’s technical competence and experience in this field; g

Conscious of the goals and objectives of the International Development Strategy
for the Second United Nations Development Decade and especially the need tO
spread the benefits of assistance to all;

Bearing in mind paragraph (f) of part 2 (“Food”) of Section I of General
Assembly resolution 3202 (S-VI) on the Programme of Action on the Establishment
of a New International Economic Order;

Bearing in mind also the need for effecting transfer of technology for food and
agricultural development and Section V (“Food and Agriculture”) of Generd
Assembly resolution 3362 (S-VII) on development and international economi€
co-operation, with particular reference to paragraph 6 thereof regarding the estab-
lishment of an International Fund for Agricultural Development;

Recalling paragraph 13 of General Assembly resolution 3348 (XXIX) and
resolutions I and II of the World Food Conference on the objectives and strategies ©
food production and on the priorities for agricultural and rural development;
