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EXCHANGE 0F NOTES (JANUARY 26, 1951) BETWEEN CANADA AND INDIACONSTITUTING AN AGREEMENT CONCERNING THE ENTRY TO CANADAFOR PERMANET RESIDENCE 0F CITIZENS 0F INDIA.

With referejice to recent discussions regarding the entry to Canada fopermanent residene~ of citizens of India, I hiave the hoznqir to propose' that anagreemenit l'e concluded between the. Goverriment of Canada and theGovernment of India containingý the following provisions:
(1) Ini the twelve mnonth period commencing on the lst day of January,1951, and in each succeeding twelve month period thereafter, theadmission to Canada for permanent residence of one hundred andfifty citizens of India, including both sexes and all ages, shail l'eauthorized provided the immigrants comply with the provisions ofthe Canadian Immigration Act.
(2) In addition to the citizens of India whose entry to Canada for perma-nent residence is authorized in accordance with paragrapli (1) above,a citizen of India who can otherwise comply with the provisions ofthe Canadian Immigration Act may be admitted to Canada forpermanent residence if he or she is the husband, wife or unmarriedchild under twenty-one years of age of any Canadian citizen legailyadmitted to and resident. in Canada and if the settiement arrange-ments in Canada are shown to the Canadian authorities to l'e satin.-factory.
(3) The provisions of Canadian Order-in.-Çouncil P.C. 2115, dated- the6th day of Septeml'er, 1930,' as amended l'y Order-in-çounei P.C.«6229 of the. 28th day of Deceml'er, 1950, shall flot apply ta citizensof India.
(4) The admission to Canada as non-immigrants of citizens of India shahlnot l'e affected l'y the preceding paragraplis.
If the Government of India accepts the. foregolng provisions, the Govern-ment of Canada lias the honour to suggest that the present note and the replytiiereto of the Governn'ent of India shall constitute an agreement betweenthe two governments which may l'e terminated l'y eitiier Government onglving six months' notice.
