
1.Where the Iegisaton of a Contacting State provides that any document
which is subinitted to the competent authority or agcncy of that
Contracting State shall b exempted, wholiy or partly, from fees or
charges, including consular and administrative fées, thc exemption shall
also aplily t> corresponding documents which are submitted to h
competent authority or agency of the odier Contracting State in thc
application of this Agreement.

2. Documents and certificates which are presented fur purpales 0f this
Agreement shail be exempted front requiremnents for authentication by
diploniafic or consular authorities.

3. Copies of documents whlch are certified as truc and exact copies by an
agcncy of one Contracting Stase shal bk accepted as truc aid exact
copies by an agency of thc allier Contiuctipg State, without furthcr
certification. The agency 0f each Contracting Stase shall bk Uc final
judge of thc probativc value of thc evidence submitted ta it from
whatcver sources.

1. The competent authorities and agencies of Uic Contracting Stases may
correspond directly with euçh other and wli any person, whercver ta
person may reuide, whenever it is necessary ta do so for the application
of this Agreement or Uie Iqisiation to which this Agreement applies.

2. An application or document may nos kc r*jcted by a competent
authoiy o~r agency of a Contracting Stase solely because it ta in an
official language of the other Contracting State.
