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PRAYERS

Mr. Lessard (LaSalle), from the Standing Committee
on Transport and Communications, presented the Third
Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:

Pursuant to its Order of Reference of Wednesday,
February 17, 1971, your Committee considered the fol-
lowing items listed in the Estimates 1971-72:

Your Committee commends them to the House.
