to the Government of the United States; and

That the International Joint Commission have a man-
date to utilize and requisition such financial and other
resources of Canada and the United States as will best
and soonest restore the ecology and environment on the
West Coast to pre-spill conditions.

Resolved in the affirmative.

That the Standing Senate Committee on Health, Wel-
fare and Science be authorized to examine and report
upon the administration and operations of the Canadian
Film Development Corporation.

The Honourable Senator Lamontagne, P.C., moved,
seconded by the Honourable Senator Connolly, P.C.,
that further debate on the motion be adjourned until the
next sitting of the Senate.
