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Nova Scotia, tbe Nova Scotia Housing Commission, to deter-
mine the circumstances under which building lots were sold in
the lower Sackville area with a guarantee that neighbouring
land, as set forth in a plan signed by the commission. given to
each purchaser with bis deed, would be used for church, school
and park purposes, a guarantee that bas now been torn up by
the Nova Scotia Housing Commission, with the exception of
the lot that was promised a church, and instead replaced with
an attempted sale to something called the Sackville Town
Centre Development Company which plans a shopping centre?
I ask this question because money from ail over Canada has
gone into this development through CMHC.

Hon. André Onellet (Minister of State for Urban Affairs):
Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the hion. member for giving me
notice of the question so I was able to check into it. It is quite
right that the town bas cbanged its plan. In fact, it is following
a plan that is different from the one first submitted. 1 have
talked to our officiais in the area and they have pointed out to
me that tbey have no right, under the loan arrangement for
residential land, to stop the town from proceeding with the
proposed enlargement of the shopping centre facilities. 1 will
take it upon myseif, with the help of the hion. member, to make
further representations to the city authorities in order possibly
to get them to change their minds; but if they do not, unfortu-
nately CMHC bas no authority to force them to do so.

Mr. McCleave: A supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
Since the minister is so co-operative, may I ask him whether
he would mind joining me in a vigorous debate at ten o'clock,
wben perhaps this parliament can tell the Nova Scotia govern-
ment that it is not going to get away with stunts like this in the
future.
