‘t'he report which the meeting was heia to
consider was read by Delegate A. G. Hor-
ner, and 43 members assewmbled to discuss
it, There was a general alr of expectation
noticeable, it being known tliat 4n attempt
would be made to get rid of Mr. U'Don
oghue. That gentleman doubtless felt the
finportance of the oecasion, for he did not
occupy his usual seat at the press table,
but sat over at the side of the hall amoug
the brethren.

A motion to adjou
was a retlection upon their faculty of per-
ception.

Timms Fires His Musket.

John\ Armstrong . declared modestly ‘that
he had not got the versatility of Bro.
Gurofsky, who could grasp almost every-
thing, and called for nore information.
He was voted down, however, and tae
council moved into committee or the whole,
with Vice-President Sauunders in the chatr.

Then sonbody said the whole thing was
irregular, that the constitution could mnot
be revised at a special mpeting, that there
was no secretary. John Armstrong de-
clared that the constitution must be sud-
mitted to the subordinate lodges, but tae
chair ruled him out of order.

The first real discussion began when tne
matter of representation came up, and
Delegate Timms, who was loaded for the
fray, took a hand in. He shot In an am-
endment that the bodles shomld be repre-
sented at the Trades Council as follows :
One representative for 25 pfembers of the
subordinate lodge, two fer 75 members,
three for 150 and one extra for every 100
members over that. No one would second
the motion, so it fell flat,

A Shot at O'Donoghue.

Then Delegate Huddleggon fired an arrow
at D. J. O'Donoghue by proposing that no
man should be entitled to sit In the coun-
cil unless he represented the trade or call-
ing at which he worked. :

Delegate Glockling said that this would
keep out mean who were in sympathy with
the aims of organized labor, and who de-
voted their time to help it, while they had
nothing to gain by so doing. p

4, Members of trades unions cannot
be sent as delegates fromi other societies
except as per section 3.

5. Employes, clerks receiving salaries
or other salaried workers are not eligi-
ble.

In support of this he said salaried men

.| should be kept out of the council, as they

were not in sympathy with it and did not

care how matters went. ‘“Those are the

things we want to keep out of here.”
Why ? Oh, Why?

This roused D. J. O’'Donoghue, who rose
and asked the mover and seconder to with-
draw the resolution, and state plainly that
they wanted to oust D. J. O’Donoghue.

Delegate Huddleston objected to such
language. Mr. O’'Donoghue should be kept
out for using it, “Xoun never had a good
word for anybody here. You are always
§h$wing the rag about something or some-

ody.”’

Delegate Timms then sprang to his feet,
half a dozed men spoke at the same time
and Timms was told to shut up. Instead
of doing so, he brought on another similar
motion, but nobody would second it. Then
a vote was taken and the previous amend-
ment was beaten by 40 votes to 3, Timms,
Huddleston and Purvis alone voting for it.

And O'Donoghue folded his arms and
smiled a grim smile of triumph.

SALARIES OF TEACHERS.

Report “of the Special Committee Ap=
pointed by the School Board to Re-
gulate them for the Future,

The special committee of the Public
School Board, appointed to regulate du-
ties and salaries of teachers and staff
officinls, at a meeting with Chairman
Douglas and Trustges IKent, Lee, 8. W.
Brown, Noble and Spence, decided to
recommend as follows to the Board

1. That the maximum salary of $636
for assistant female teachers in the pre-
sent salary schedule be struck out apd
the following amounts in the respective
grades be substituted therefor, namely:
the sum of $450 for teachers teaching in
the first and second grades, $475 for
teachers teaching in the third grade,
$500 for teachers teaching in *he fourth
grade and $550 for teachers teaching in’
the' fifth grade. In all other respects
the present schedule of salaries for as-
sistant female teachers to remawn as at
present.,

2. That assistant female teachers who
have attained the maximum or a. higher
salary under the present salary schedule
than the maximum salary of the grade
in which they are at present teaching,
as fixed by this report, and are desirous
of taking a grade with a higher salary
attached than the grade at present taught
by them, then the teachers whose salary
entitles them to a higher grade shall
have the option of taking a higher grade,
provided such teacher or teachers have
demonstrated their fitness to teach the
higher grades and'the “efficiency of the
staff increased .&emby.

3. That the promotions to the higher
grades shall. be based on length of ser-
vice and efficiency in the junior ‘and
lower grades, .

4. That the principles of payment of
salaries as recommended for assistant
female teachers be applied in the pay-
ment of salaries of the male principals,
snd‘ that instead of “grade” the “num-
ber” of teachers on the respective school
staffs be eonsidered; that the vacancies
in the scholarships of the larger schools
be filled' by promotions, and that the
promotions shall be based on the length
of service and efficiency in the smaller
schools,

5. That all text books and school sup-
plies, as mentioned in a former report
(t)lie tl;zﬂct;mmi{tee, be transferred from
