Doubt as to the exact nature of the ‘fem}-
ing U.S. Goverument crop report had the
eflect of checking trndlnf on the specuta-
tive wheat market at Chicago to-day, and,
as a result, a strong opening was followed
by a weak turn. At the close all deliver-
ies were %c to 1l4c per bushel below
Tuesday's final figures. The demand for
cash wheat at Chicago continues to exceed
receipts, the farmers still holding back.

At the Liverpool board to-day spot wheat
advanced 2d to 3d per cental; the Septem-
ber future appreciated to the extent of 1llxd
and the December gtIon rose %d. Paris
wheat went 20 to centimes higher.

Corn was about unchanged to-day, the

Orange Judd Farmer on Crops.

The August report of The Orange Judd
Farmer, issued to-day, says: . W

Country correspondents’ returns show
that the month of July was decidedly un-
favorable for all crops. In the great cen-
tral valleys it was a month of little rain
and moderate high temperatures, and, as
a reswit of that combination, there is a
shrinka, In crop possibilities in almost
every Hne of production.

The condition of the corn crop on Aug. 1,
as averaged from country returns, was 85.6,
against 91.0 on July 1. The condition a
month ago was low, and the further Me-
ciine is evidence of a serious and periba-
nerit impairment of the crop outlook. In
view of the decrease in acreage, the uneven
position of the crop and the -loss from
drowning out in depressions in the fiéRls
over a wide territory, the damage from
drought, the lateness of the crop and the
generally unfavorable condjtions that have
surrounded the crop from the start, it s
safe to assume that the total yield will fall
materially below that of last year.

On July 1 the condition of the oat crop
was reported at 93.3, but, since that, dis-
aster has overtaken the crop, and a con-
siderable portion of the crop harvested is
shrunken and llﬁht in weight. Taken as a
whole, the ecrop Is the shortest’ in quantity
and lightest in weight of any harvested in
recent years, except in 1896. To appreci-
ate the extent of the damage, it may be
noted that since July 1 there hds been :a
loss-in condition In ORfo and Michigin of
10 points; 6 in Indiana, 25 in Illinois, 8 in
Wisconsin, 11 In Iowa, 27 in Missourl and
Kansas, 16 in Nebraska, and 18 in South
Dakota.

The present condition of 80.6 compares
with 84.6 last year and 73.0.in 1896, the
year of the- great failure.

The high o[:romlse of spring wheat in the
early part of the summer has not been fully
maintained. The drought during the last
week of June and opening days of July lefT
its permanent impress In .South Dakota
and to a less marked extent in North Da-
kota. In Nebraska the dry weather dur-
ing the whole month:of July reduced seri-
ously the prospective rate of yield. 1In
Oregon and ashington conditions that
had bordered on perfection show . some
shrinkage, the result of local conditions,
dry weather in one sectlon, but winds in
another, and frost In another. In neither
State was there any sweeping disaster, but
rather a shrinkage from a sum of small
unfavorable conditions. The decline in
condition in North Dakota is not serious
and Minnesota holds practically its full
crop promise. Practically the decline not-
ed for a month is simpiy such as will
c¢hange the crop from an abnormal one
both in acreage and rate of yleld, to one
of a large area and average rate of yield.
The general average of condition is 87..
against 95.9 on July 1. That: brings the
present condition of ine ecrop down to
practicallythe same figure as reported at
the :corresponding date a year<ago:

Threshing returns show that the yield of
winter wheat is fufly up to "avhat has
been indicated in the Treports published in
these columns since .the openipg of the
c¢rop year. In some dfstriets, mainly in the
States east of Illinois and in. the Southern
fields, the yield, as shown ‘by threshing
returns received, is rather better than was
expected, while in the Western States the
yield Is rather disappointing. Farmers
are making no haste in threshing, and
there is a general disinclination to sell at
the prices ruling. Returns of threshers to
date show an average yield of 15.7 bushels.
It cannot be claimed that the final rate is
to be up to that, but, if it should, the win-
ter wheat crop is likely to be 400,000,003
bushels. A=
