ULSTERMEN WILL NOW
FIGHT LANDLORDISM

New York, Dec. 27.—The News, in 8 de-
spatch from Belfast, says: A strong and
true picture of landlordism in Ulster was
drawn by T. W. Russell, M.P, Tuesday
Wight jat a meeting held in Moy, County
Tyrone, for the purpose of forming a branch
of the Tenants’ Defence emd Land Pur-
chase Association. A large branch was
formed, and the principal epeakers's ar-
raignment of the landlords was hedrtily
endorséd by groans and cries of “Shame!”

The chair was occupied by Rev. Jphzn
T. Rea, the Presbyterian minister of Moy,
and the religlous complexion of the attend-

| ance was such that it could have been re-

lied on to fight for landlordism a few short

years ago.

Mr. Russell sald he would not deal with
the political lssues of the last parliament,
but there were two important matters
which he wished to bring before them that
night. The first was the Local Govern-
ment Act and the other was the Land
Question. The Local Government Act was
a new measure, which had now been in
existence for three years, and it might be
sald to have caused a revolution in the gov-
ernment of Ireland. They had seen in what
respect it had failed in its purpose, and
they now would strive to remedy these
failures.

Landlords, Hands Off.

They had no previous experience of local
government, he said, and the working of
it had been a marvellous surprise. It had
done bhetter than.its friends ever had ex-
pected. They now had found that the
electoral districts were too large. What
formerly was intended was that tbe divi-
sions should return a single member each,
but the lamdlords, headed by Lord London-
derry and Col. Saunderson, contrived to
have two members allocated for each divi-
gion, thus allowing the landlord class to
be represented. They would have %o re-
vert to what originally was Intended, wiz.,
a single-member constituency, the same as
in parliamentary repre=en tation. This new

form bf democratic government appeared
to be expensive, but he knew that demo-

cratic government was mever cheap.

The Local Government Board itself should;
receive more public attention, for modes
of action were unsympathetic and unbusi-
nessiike, and it would be the duty of the
members of parliament to bring up several
of its arbitrary deeisfons, and insist upon’
reforms being made. Loeal government
had come to stay, but they must see that
it was worked ecomomically and efficlently.

Still Have a Little Power. |

As to the land question, he found that
landlords had stifl a little power locally,
for he, the elected representative of South
Tyrone, had been refused the use of the
court-house for that meeting. That fnei-|
dent showed that landlordism had the wish |
to strike, if it had the means or.power. |

“People spoke of landlordism as exercis- |
ing a civilizing influence, but let them turni
to the Charlemont estate in that neighbor- |
hood, where the imanense mansion, bullt
in his own day, was falling into decay, the
ceilings falling downi and the grounds over- !
run with weeds. Where was the civilizing |
influence there? Messrs. J. and R. Stewart, |
the agents, came down from Dublin twice |
a year and took away a bag of money. |
Was . that the civilizing influence referred |
to?

System a Dead Weight.

“Then, let them look at Dungannon. The
landiord of that district, Lord Ranfurly,
was in New Zealand, and he belleved he
was doing very well. But when the sacred
cause of education cropped up a few years
ago and the Royal School In Dungannon
required - £2000 to have it retained there,
Lord Ranfurly refused, to give a penny.
Oh. no; he offered to give a subscription
if he would get a strip of land In return.
The project of a town hall in Dungannon
was also mooted, and he (Mr. Russell) had
offered to subseribe £500 for the purpose,
but Lord Ranfurly would only grant a site
over the butter markét, with shops under-
neath, for which high rents would be de-
manded. The project fell thru.
