Improved machinery is coming to the
help of the farmer, and more land is
also being devoted to pasture. The
scarcity of rural labor is go greatly felt
in some quarters that several corre-
spondents seriously advocate the bring-
ing into the country of Chinese and
Japs to supply the deficiency. Do~
mestic servants on the farm are ex-
ceedingly hard to procure., A number
of correspondents assert that it is
ecasfer to get a wife than it is to find
a female servant for a rarmhouse,

Correspondents are agreed as to the
great scarcity of farm labor. Wages
show mno tendency to lower,

Threshing is more advanced than
usual. Some report that more wheat
has been sold than was marketed at
the same date for some years past,
while others in the same localities
state that very little wheat or other
cereals have been gent to market as it
is now more profitable to feed all kinds
of grain to live stock. It would seem
as if the advantages of turning grain
into beef or bacon are s#uch as to
render farmers much more Independet
of the grain market than formerly in
the disposal of their wheat, barley and
other grains; altho a decided rise in
the price of any of these cereals would
soon bring out a surprisingly large
supply of that particular grain.

He
deyrecated the partial cumulative votin
system that the act provided for, whic
wotld tend towards class representation on
the board. He wonld have preferred that
the toard had been given a louger tenure
of office, say six years, two retiring an-
nually.

The Boards of FEducation of Ameriea
cities were mentioned. In Afbany the
board consists of three members, elected
for six years. Im Toledo they are elected
for five years, In St. Louls for six years,

Lducation should primarily teach a child
three things: to write plainly and beauti-

CAN'T GET THE MONEY.

Judge Can’t See That Law Gives
Thief Claim to Stolen Goods,

New York, Nov, 23.—Judge Lacombe,
in the United States Circuit Court to-
day, handed down an opinion over~
ruling the motion made by Charles F.
W. Neeley, convicted in Cuba of appro~
priating $45,375 of its postal funds, to
vacate the attachment filed by the
United States against $20,000 cash bail
deposited by Neeley with the Regis-
trar of the United States Circuit Court
in this district. Neeley's counsel had
moved the dismissal on the ground that
the act of amnesty Dpassed by the
Cuban Congress in May, 1902, remov-
ed all penaltles and digabilities, and
that the money .should therefore De
returned to him. In his opinion Judge
Lacombe gays: “It is difficult to under~
stand by what process of reasoning a
provision as plain as this (Amnesty
Act) can be so construed to transfer
the title of property from the true
owner to the thief that stole it
