THE CATCHING OF BULLETS.

Stage Tricks and Other Tricks,
Some of Which Have Had a
Fatal Termination.

Few persons of the many thousandg who
have witnessed the famous bullet-catching
trick in one or other of its various forms
know its real history, The general bellef
that it was Invented by the celebrated
Prof. Herrmann is quite erroneous,

The following Interesting information was
given to the writer by Mr, Benjamin H.
Watts, the assistant for many years of a
well-known magiclan, who has toured most
of the great citles in America, Kurope and
Asla, giving exhibitions of the famous trick.

‘The trick, Mr. Watts said, was Invented
by Philip Astley, the manager of a travel-
ing show. Becore going intp this business
he was an American soldier. During bis
term of service two of his comrades had a
quarrel and decided to fight a duel, and
Astley was asked to act as second to one
of them, This led to the invention of the
trick.

Having succceded in winning over the
other second, Astley obtalned two blank tin
tubes, closed at, one end, and just the right
sze, shape and color to fit on the end of
the wooden ramrods without being con-
spicuous. Yowder and wadding were ram-
med Into the old-tashioned pistols, una
while the autagonists were seleciing the
bullets the seconds dropped the tubes intd
the barrels. When the bullets were drop-
ped In they fell into the tin tubes; the
rods were rammed in, the tubes stuck on
the ends, and out they came with the bus-
lets inside them., Of course, neither prin-
cipal was injured and the affair was umi-
cably adjusted.

On turning showman, Astley decided to
make use of the idea in a somewhat dile:-
ent form. A spectator was to fire a pistol
londed with ball, and Astley was to catch
the bullet in an apple held on a fork. 'Lhe
trick was enormously successful, but it
would not pass muscer now, because the
method -was clumsy and necessitated Ast-
ley’s going off the stage with the ramrod
and “‘faking’’ the apple. The trick wanas
adopted by other conjurers, and bere be-
gins the trall of blood.

The first fatality was the kllling of a
showman in Dublin, by the accidental sub-
stitution of a loaded pistol for the trick
one.

The next appeared at Strassburg in a
sketch called **The Son of Willlam Tell."”
‘i ne boy held the apple in his mouth while
his father shot at it., The bullet was s.1p-
posed to lodge miraculously in the fruit,
which had, of course, been manipulated.
The trick Iiillet was made of composition
which crumbled on being rammed home,
but by mlschance a real bullet was used,
and the boy was killed on the spot. A
more tragic case was that of a murder
brought about. by the bullet trick. It cc-
curred about fifteen years ago in a then uu-
settied portion of Australla. A conjurer
wag announced to give an entertainment
one evening, the great turn being the bul
let trick. The bullet was selected and
marked by one of the rough men of the
audlence, dropped into the pisiol, and ex-
tracted by means of the ramrod In the
usual way. The audience waited breath-
lessly while one of thelr number, a dead
shot, took aim and fired. When tne smoke
cleared nway, the magician was seen &nill-
ing with the marked bullet between his
teeth, Just as he was bowing In acknowl-
edgment ot the applause, a man jumped on
the stage and pointed a pistol at tne con-
juror’'s head.

“If you are o good at ca-chin’ bullets,
cateh this!” he cried, as be pulled the
trigger.

The man fell dead. Mr. Watts also told
of a case of deliberate .mizide, A raun
named Sartelle loaded the pistol Limyelf
with a real buliet, and took his stand nt the
end of the stage for one of the andience
to fire at him. He asked that his mother
should be informeg of what had hanpened
if he were killed, which tae andience re-
garded as a good joke, hut ite sign/ficance
of which they naturally understool when
he fell dead.

A narrow escape from death wus that of
a man named Blitly. He had prepared fhe
pistol and had asked a stuplid-looking
yeung man to come nup on the stuge aud
fire at him, He walked to the end and
took up his poesition. All was ready, . when
a man cried out “*Stop!” and jumped on the
stage in an excited state. He vowed that
he had seen the young man drop some-
thing into the barrel. An examination re-
vealed a brass button, which would have
dene work ns deadly as any leaden buller,

Herrmann’s best performance was when
he had had a corporal’'s guard of four sol-
dlers march into the hall to sheot at him.
Four bullets were selected and marked: the

No ramrods were uged at that time; how
then was it done? By means ©f a false
bottom in the tray. Exceedingly good imi-
tation bullets were substituied, and Lhe
r»u}‘l ones secreted until the word was given
to fire.,

At one time 0 mechanien]l pistol was used,
having a movable. stud alongside the trig-
ger. When this was moved the butlet fell
into the holder's hand. It was most prob-
ably a weapon of this kind that was used
by Houdin when he was sent to Algeria by
the French Governmenit to outdo the
‘“miracles’” of the Marabonts and destroy
thelr ascendancy over the Arabs,
