‘WAR SUMMARY .

HE great action of the Menin road, southeast of Ypres, has died down
to patrol enceunters and sporadic artillerying. Perceiving that their
troops had an impossible task in charging against the terrible British
fire, the Germans are now refraining from fiery counter-attacks. Observers
declare that tho the German infantry fights bravely enough, its quality
has visibly deteriorated, but that the British army has never fought better
and has reached a high pjtch of efficiency.’ The total prisoners taken have
increased to 3243, Of these 80 are officers. The British are redoubling
their aerial activity and nightly and daily their machines fly far out over
the German lines to bombard stations, airdromes, hutments and ammuni-
tion dumps.” The British naval aircraft are also keeping up a great deal
