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Twenty-Two ‘Men, Including

- American Citizens, Are
Reported Missing--Vessels
Traveling Without Car-
goes for U.S. Ports When
Attacked. :

Washington, March .18.— Three
steamships flying the American flag
have been accounted for by Gerinany's
unrestricted pubmarine warfare.
Their total gross tonnage was 14,687.

Early /cables from ZLondon indi-
cated that 48 members of the crews,
including 34 known to be Americans
by birth or naturalization, were not
accounted for, but Iater advices
showed a total of 22 men missing,

The American freighter City -of
Momphis, with more than 50 Ameri-
can. sailors on board, was sunk by
gurfire, The steamer was of 5252
tons gross and wase bound from Car-
diff to' New York without cargo. First
reports said that the second officer
and 16 men of the crew had been
landed and that a patrol boat had
gonoe in search of 34 or more men
who were missing. Later <Consul
Frost sent a cable that 48 survivors
of the steamer’'s crew had been
picked up and that an admiralty ves-
pel was searching for eight missing
men.

Fourteen Others Missing.

London reports that the American
tank steamer Illinois, 5220 toms, from
London for Port 'Arthur, in ballast,
was sunk at 8 o'clock this morning,
.without warning, and that the crew
was landed. s

The- American steamer Vigilance,
4115 tons gross, wae also sunk with-
out warning, & London despatch an-
nounced. Fourteen ‘of the crew wers
reported missing.

The department anmounced that a
despatch from Consul-General Skin-
ner, at London, said@ it was reported
the City of Memphis, the Illinois and
the Vigilance, all American steamers,
had been sunk, the latter without
warning. The message added that
some of the crew of the City of Mem-
phis had been landed, that a patrol
boat had gone to pick up the crew of
the Illinois.

Submarine Refused Aid.

A second despatch from Consul
Frost stated that 33 survivors of the
City of Memphis landed at Queens-
town, and that seven Americans were
among the 15 landed at Schull

The British and . French -troops,
which have been Holding.the line in
France, are now .actively pushing for-
ward oft the heels of the fast re-
‘treating CGermans, The latest gains
have been made altogether on a front
of 100 miles or more, and the im--
portant towns of Bapaume, Peronne
and Noyon, lying almost in a straighty
liné running north and south are in
the hands of the entente allles. Be-
tween. these, lying somewhat to the
westward, Roy, Nesle, Chauines, hdve
pe‘en taken. The  French are moving
in the direction of Ham, on th2
Somme River, while the British are
continuing their advance eastward
from both Bapaume and Peronne.

The cavalry of both British and
French i8 now active.
