Cicotte told the grand Jury, It was an­
nounced, £hat he received $10,000 for his 
part in loping the series. He never saw 
the man who paid the money, he said. 
He was told he would find the $10,000 
under his pillow In his -hotel roqpi on the 
night before the first game at Cincin­
nati, and when he returned to his room 
the money was there.

Jackson Got His.
Joe Jackson received $5000. Like Ci­

cotte, he, found the money in his bed 
when he returned to his room on the 
night before the first game.
• A court official who was present when 
Cicotte went on the stand described the 
scene when the star pitcher broke down 
and cried as he told the Jury of his part 
in the series "fixing."

"My God! think of my children,” he 
cried. Cicotte has two small children.

"I've lived a thousand years in* the 
last year,” the court official quoted him 
as saying.

"I never did anything I regretted so 
much In my lifç,” the witness added, ac­
cording to the state officiât "I would 
give anything in the world if I could 
undo my acts in the last world’s series. 
I’ve played a crooked game and have 
'ost, and I am here to tell the whole 
truth.

$.70,355; 1910, Nuage, $72,030; 1911, As
d’Atout, g!70,000; 1M3, Bruleur, $72,295; 
1914, SarVinapale, $71,630.

In England the so-called "ten-thousand 
pounders” have each year for a long time 
returned the greatest values to the win­
ners, but few of the richest races of En­
glish turf history ever exceeded the $50,- 
000 mark.

In Australia the Melbourne Cup has 
long stood at the head, but Its greatest 
recorded net value was $38,500, when 
Patrobas was its winner, in 1915.

In this country there have been races 
of high values in days long past. There’s 
the famous race between American 
Eclipse ind Henry, as far back as 1823, 
which was for $20,000 a side, or $40,000 
tp the winner.

Similar values attached to the races be­
tween Ariel and FMntilla, Boston and 
Fashion, Peytona and- Fashion, while 
Lexington’s race against time at four 
miles was for $40,000. The Peyton Stake 
run at Nashville in 183)9 brought Pey- 
tona’s owner $35,000, a sum that would 
sank well even now.

In later days. Potomac’s $67,675, won 
in the third running of the Futurity, 
was and is the high mark in American 
racing values, and it is this that will be 
displaced by the race to be run shortly. 
Three other times has the Futurity given 
Its winner in excess of $50,000. The 
highest value attained in a race for 
three-year-olds exclusively in this coun­
try was recorded last • year, when Mad 
Hatter r^>n >the Latonia Championship 
Stakes and gave Sam Hildreth $45.000,

won in 1889 by Salvator when he led 
Tenny home in the Lawrence Realization

Rath scored him with a single, and moved 
to second on Daubert’a "bunt perfectly 
laid,” >s the report of the game said.
