The Edgecombe-McArthur case was re-
sum:d in the circuit court this morning,
Judge Landry presiding.

At yesterday afternoon’s session Dr. A,
W. MacRae opened the defendant’s case
to the jury. \

When court openad this morning, Dan-
iel Mullin, K. C., who with Dr.MacRae is’
conducting the defence, made reference to
the meaning taken by Mr. Scovil ralative
to an alleged statement made by the de-
fendant as to Mr. Edgecombe having
profited by a fire and having collected the
insurance thereon. Mr. Mullin said that
this statement shoud have no ‘weight
against the defendant, as the declaration
contain>d nothing to that effect.

In his address to the jury Mr. Mullin
said that the cass was one that might
wery well have been disposed of in the po-
lice court as a case of abusive language.
t was not denied that abusive language

ad been used by Mr. McArthur, but he
submitted that the circumstances as set

this case should be brought into the high-
est court in the land. The very fact that
tﬁ: plaintiff claimed $10,000 damages gave
ti

case a fictitious importance.
Bardell vs Pickwick
Mr. Mullin called to mind the well
known case of Bardell vs. Pickwick, and
made reference to the zeal with which
Mr. Bardell’s attorneys pressed Mr. Pick-
wick. He pointed -out that these attor-
neys were courteous enough to write Mr.
Pickwick a letter. He reviewed the Ccele-
brated case described by Dickens, and said
_that he considered that there was a strik-
ini{eonw ‘between the:two cases.

e referred to the fact that Mr. Mec-
Arthur had gone to the plaintiff and offer-
ed ‘an apology which"he refused to accept,

.. Edgecombe having referred him to

6 attoneys, showing that the machinery
of the law had. already been put in mo-
tion. He thought that the case was very
hurriedly taken to law. Even from the!
plaintifi's version ‘it was quite evident
that the defendant had placed himself un-
der very great restraint. If Mr. McAr-
thur had been in the towering passion so
graphically described by Mr. Baird  in
opening the case, would he simply strike
him in the ribs. Mr. Mullin commented
on the harmony between the testimony of
Mr. Edgecombe and Mr. Scovil. He
thought that they must have compared
notes from time to time, since they had
seen and heard £o exactly alike. He
thought there ‘was a submitting of the
story which made these two witnesses
give testimony which agreed so perfectly.

The only point which, in his opinion,
the jurors could be called upon to decide,
was that Mr. Scovil when recalled to the
stand, stated that he understood the de-

| fendant meant the burning of the build-
img which, he pointed out, would be ar-
son. This, he said, could not be used by
the plaintiff to = bolster up the other
charges in the case, as it was not in the
declaration. >

Mr. Scovil was the Mephistopheles in the
case. Tt was he who pulled the strings-—
he who made the balls, He it was who was
after Mr. McArthur, and he had egged
Mr. Edgecombe on. Mr. Edgecombe stat-
ed that Mr. McArthur boasted he was
worth $125,000. This had nothing to do
with the mater. He seemd to think that
if Mr. McArhur was not considered to
be worth so much the amount claimed
would have been more modest.

Says it Looks Like Graft

This case he continued, appeared to be
one of graft. No letter of notification had
been sent to the defendant and a wvery
large amount was asked for so us to
frighten him into making a settlement. He
referred to Mr. Edgecombe’s and Mr. Seo
vil’s evidence as to Mr. McArthur’s state-
ments relative to spitting in the plaintiff's
face. Mr. Scovil had declined to swear, it
had actually happened. Then here was
Mr. McArthur's testimony admitting he
had said: “I’ll epit in your eye,” but de-
nied having committed the action. He
thought it strange that Mr. Scovil who
saw everything had failed to see the spit-
ting in Mr. Edgecombe’s face.

1 Contradictory Evidence

Mr. McArthur's statements gwere cor-
roborated by Mr. McKinney whose evid-
ence would doubtless be slighted by the
attorneys for the plaintiff owing to' the
fact that Mr. McKinney was a brother-in-
\#w of Mr. McArthur. He did not think
McKinney was biased in his brother-in-
law’s favor, Mr. McKinney said Mr. Edge-
combe on entering the office after the oc-
currence had remarked: “He didn’t spit
in my eye but he might as well have done
80.” There was a statement Mr. Edge-
combe made directly after the incident,
Mr. Scovil had not been asked to deny the
foregoing statement as told by Mr. Mec-
Kinney. This he regarded as of vital im-
portance.

It was wrong for a man like the defend-
ant to make the foolish statement: “I'll
gpit in your eye.”-—but the saying of it is
one thing, the actual doing of it quite an-
other. The weight of evidence was in Mr.
McArthur’s favor—that he did not spit in
Mr. Edgecombe’s face. Mr. Scovil had de-
clined to swear that ethe defendant had
struck the plaintiff but would only state
he struck at him. On two vital points

Mr. Currey Opens

Mr. Currey, in opening his address to
the jury, eaid it seemed to him that Mr.
McArthur should thank God he did not
stand in the prisoner’s dock today on a
chargeofmurder or of doing grievous bod-
ily injury.

If the plaintiff had been other than a
cool headed man, the matter might bave
been still more serious, for he might have
struck the defendant, who was “a bully
about town.” Mr. Edgecombe, he thought,
could not get legal advice too soon. Most
men would have drawn a revolver or blud-
geon and yet, withal, Mr. Mullin claimed
it was only abusive language. Mr. Cur
rey asked the jury how they would like
to go to a public place, directly from

Bible class, and be assaulted by a big,
strong bully like Mr. MecArthur. It was
time that eomebody proceeded against

such a man as this, who has in all these
years gone about the city like a roaring
lion. 7

Mr. Mullin objected, -and his objection
was sustained.

Mr. Currey said that larceny, robbery,
perjury and amson had been heaped up
and' imputed to Mr. Edgecombe.

No explanation could give any avenue
of escape from the words used, and the
damages should rightly be large.

He asked the jurors to take the mater to.
themselves. “Give an amount,” said Mr.
Currey, “as a warning to Mr. McArthur
and all of his stamp.” Had the plaintiff
broken the contract Mr. McArthur should
have gone to court with the matter and
not have taken the law'in his own hands.

It was the privilege of the newspapers to
make fair reports. He agreed that a pre-
judice against the defendant had been cre-
ated but by his own words and acts. Mr.
Currey spoke at considerable length as to
the reason why newspapers should handle
such cases so fully. The newspaper notor-
jety is complimentary to the position of
Mr. McArthur in the city. Mr. Mullin, he
thought was aware that the higher a
man’s position the greater his duty to be
a good law-abiding citiven, and should he
go astray it is talked about more than if
he belonged to the lower classes.

Counsel said his relations with the de-
fendant had been most ccrdial and he re-
greited he was placed in his present posi-
tion. His words were not his own per-
sonally, but those which his duty as coun-
sel compelled him to utter. He expressed
the hope that the amount of damages be
of substantial benefit to both defendant
and plaintiff.

Judge Landry’s Addréss

In addressing the jury Judge Landry
said that the case presented but few dif-
ficulties except perhaps in forming a con-
clusion upon facts.

There were really but two counts for
their consideration. First, whether or not
the defendant has uttered the words he
is alleged to have used. They were to de-
cide whether or not Mr. McArthur had
used the epithets attributed to him, which
words, in themselves were actionable

If the plaintiff satistied them that the
words were used in the presence of others
they were actionable. This was applicable
to such words as “You are a thief, “You
are of a thief.” Such
in themeelves were actionable. Relative
to the other statement—all they had they
stated to other people, and which was not
actionable in itself, but to which the
plaintiff gives a meaning in the pleadings
which make them actionable should they
find it so.

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FANATICAL MOORISH
HORDES RUSHED INTO
 BATTLE SINGING HYMNS

Fighting Was Desperate Between Moorish Forces and French
‘Flying Column---Major Prevost Shot Through Heart as
He Led His Forces to Victory. :

PARIS, Sept. 5~-The government today
announced that it was convinced that the
serious conflict in which eight Frenchmen
were killed near Casablanca, occurred
Tuo_zsday, Sept. 3, and that Vice-Admiral
Philibert’s cable message of yesterday re-
ferred to the same engagement.

Majqr Prevost of the Foreign Legion
was. killed in' the thick of the fighting,
which * raged at Sidi Moums where the
Moors attacked the French fiying column
as it was returning from Littellil where
bands of of the enemy had been dispersed.
As the Moorish hordes galloped to the
strjfe, chanting hymns, the French lines
qnpckly formed to receive the shock.
i8ajor Prevost, who was in front of his
men, said “courage, my children,” and
then turning once more to the battalion of
the Foreign Legion, which he had led so
long, the major cried, “forward my chiid-
ren, forward.” At that moment a bullet
pierced Préevost’s heart. y :
The fighting then became desperate,
the opposing Moors and Legionaires see-
sawing backwards and forwards about. the
body of Major Prevost, the mien of the
Foreign Legion refusing to abandon their
beloved commander. Under the clash of
baypneta and swords, where men were
falling right and left, and the field was
covered with riderless, maddened, wound-
ed horses, the Legionaires held their
ground until they succeeded in carrying off
Prevost’s body.

D!n'ing the fighting the Moors succeed-
ed in turning the French flank, but the
reinforcements hurried to the front by
General Drude turned the tide of battle
and the conflict’ became a shambles for
the Moors.

|THANH THAI IS

DOWN AND OUT
Deposed King of Annam Has
Abdicated in Favor of His
'Eight Year Old Son.

PARIS, Sept. 5—A despatch received
here from the governor-general of Indo-
China, declares that Thanh Thai, the de-
posed king of Annam, has abdicated in
favor of his eight-year-old’ son, who now
rules Annam with the aid of a regency
consisting of the council of ministers.

Thanh Thai was deposed by the French
resident of Annam and interned in his
palace at Hun, July 30, last. This step
on the part of the French authorities was
taken only after a long series of atroci-
ties committed by the king had made it
impossible for him to remain longer on
the throne.

Toronto Coroner is Determined °

to Fix the Responsibility for
Caledon Accident. ¢

TORONTO, Sept. 5 (Special)—The in«
vestigation into the death of Richard Bell,
one of the victims of the C. P. R. disas-
ter at Caledon on Tuesday, who died in
the Western Hospital on Tuesday: night,
was opened last night by Chief Coroner
Johnston. :

‘I propose,” said Coroner Johnston, “to

Caledon, that have any cemnection with
the line. I understand there were geveral
eye-witnesses of the accident. ‘I will also
call expert witnesses when 1 commence
probing the question of speed. I am going
to find out who was actually responsible
for the terrible catastrophe.”

The evidence taken merely went to
prove Bell's death as a result of the ac-
cident. The inquest was then adjourned
till the Western hospital reports that all
patients there are on the road to recov-
ery, with the possible exception of Mrs.
James Ronson, of Tilsonburg. Mrs. Ron-
son is still paralyzed below the waist and
a severe injury to her apine is believed
to be the cause.
