Grorocicat Survey or Canapa.—Mr. Logan,
the provincial geologist,and his assistants, are slow-
ly but scientifically continuing their survey of Ca-
nada.  Messre. Logan & Murray have pussed
scveral months upon the shores of Luke Huron, and
are cxamining the physical structure of the Green
Mountains of Vermont in thewr prolongation into
Canada. Their report shows that Lake Superior is
nearly 21} feet higher than Lake Huron, of which
rise 18} feet is at the Sault Ste. Marie. Tober-
mary, near Cape Hurd, is described as an excelient
harbour, but with the exception of Godench har-
bour, at the mouth of the Hartland, and the basin
at the exit of the Riviere du Sable (eouth) thereis
not a single place of security for any kind of vessel
on Lake Huron between the river Sanguine and
the St. Clair. Gypsum and hydraulic lime are sta-
ted to be plentiful, but no coal has been discovered
in any part of Canada. The surveying party as
cended the Spanish River to the distance of G0
miles from Lake Huron, and found it navigable for
30 miles for vessels drawing 5 feet, with 5 cascades
of 127 feet rise in the ncit 30 miles.—M:, Logar
remarks that the extent and value of the pine forests
in this region, the facility afforded by the river for
water communication, the water power to be fouund
on the main stream and all its tributaries and the
capabilities of the soil for raising most of the neces-
saries of life, all tend to indicate a probability that
this district is destined to become of great com-
mercial 1mportance.

Disvructive Fire.—It becomes onr most pain-
ful task to record one of the most grievous calami-
ties that has ever occurred in the own of Freder-
icton, On Monday last, a few minutes past 2, p. .,
a bern in the rear of the premises formerly occupied
by Dr. Ilmerson, close to the Methodist Church in
Carleton Street, was discovered to be on fire. ‘I'he
fire immediately communicated with the Clurch,
and in a few minutes from the commencement, the
whole was enveloped in flames. The wind at the
time blew a steady gale from the North-west, and
the firg immedictcly communicated with tie oppo-
site corner buildings, and then continued towards
Queen street,on both sides of Carlcton street. 'rom
theuce it caught in the range of back buildings in
the angle of Carleton and Queen Streets, and pass-
ing downward the whole block in front of the Offi-
cers’ Barracks was soon on fire; burning down-
ward as far as the old burnt district and backward
in the fist instance as far as both sides of King
street until coming in contact with Regent street
it swept up on both sides nearly as far as the Artil-
lery Barracks. Below Regent street it also con-
tinued on King street, nearly as far as the Bank of
British North America, extending as far as the
corner of King and St. John street, on the western
side. Passing toward the Grave Yard, from the
first start, the fire consumed the ‘block in that di- l
rection downward to a great extent, and apgain
several houses in the vicimty of the Catholic Cha-
pel, below Regent street.

‘I'he above 15 as true a description of the bounds
consumed as we are able to give; but the extent
of the damages sustained by our poor sufferimg
Townsmen, it is impossible to conceive.  lndepen-
dent of about 2000 persons who are driven at this
coming inclement scason ofthe year from the shel-
ter of their houses, the great business section of
the City has been destroyed. ‘The merchants, as
is weil known, had laid in an enormous amount of
stock, culculating upon a good business in the
winter: how much and how bitterly they have
been disappointed may be judged, when we inform
those who are not personally acquainted with the
circumstances, that ssme of the heaviest dealers |
had not a farthing insured on the stock of their
back stores and cellars, and many others had but
recently suffered their Tnsurance policies Lo expire,
and consequently have lost all. . s

There might, it is true, have been much more
property saved, if the hopeless task of staying the
conflagration had been sooner given over; but our
citizens wrought at the engines in hopes of getting
it under, even after their own houses were on fire;
and only then gave up, to suve the scanty remnant
of what was leit. We huve heard the damages |
yariously estimated at from 80,000 to ene Liundred |
thousand pounds; but we ehould think the latter |
pot to be over the truth. Itis but Jjust to state that
during the fire both the military and civilians did
their very utmost: but we gannot help observing —
for truth and candor compel us to the admission—
that during the night which f.llowed, an awfu)
amount of dissipation took place; and more espe-
cmlly amony some young persois, who have thus
displayed a want of principle well calculated 1o
damn their characters for long years to come.

We cannot close this melancholy sketeh withont
expressing our thanks to a merciful Providence for
the singnlar blessing, that amidst such a yuat
amount of turmoil and min, vo aceident oecurred
tending to the destruction of life in all the premises,
