Osfnia where the enemy has redoubled his efforts in the lest few days « end at 
certain points along the Iaonxo, where our troops are mating secure successes 
already obtained.

Special importance la attached to the action developed in the Monte Nero 
rone by out Alpine troops, to whom had been entrusted the task of dislodging 
the enemy from ambushes among the rocks which buttress the summit on the 
northern side.

It took 
me hours to make the trip. Then I 
traveled in the same way about a mile 
to see the priest. You should bavé seen 
me when I arrived there. Just a mass 
of mud and blood. It was four in the 
morning before they got me tucked 
away in bed, and I will be here for some 
time, at least another month, when I 

l hope to return to the firing line.’’
