Sir,—His Worship the Mayor, in a 

recent speech claims the present tax 
rate of 3.86 to be about right compar­
ing the value of the dollar to twenty 
■years ago.

In contradiction, let me give 
ample: The laboring man twenty 
years ago drew a wage of about 
$600.00 per year, on which he paid 
taxes at the rate of 2.15, or $12.90. To­
day we will grant that the same labor 
draws a wage of $900.00, and it is to 
be expected that he should pay a 
proportionately larger tax, but let us 
se how the mayor’s figuring works out? 
Today the laboring man pays 8.86 on 
$900.00 or $30.24, which you will read­
ily see is out of all proportion to the 
Increase in his earnings.

Twenty years ago, the wage earner 
used to pay the City in taxes about 
one week’s wages, but today he pays 
the far larger part of two. How can 
this fact be made to look right from
