London, June 8—By the passage of the
bill to disestablish the Church of Eng-

first fruits of the parliament act which
they passed to limit- the veto power of

of the House of Lords.

It is forty years since the non-con-
formists of Wales commenced the move-
ment to have the church disestablished
so far as their principality is concerned
and just under twenty years since a
Liberal government introduced in the
House of Commons the first bill to carry
out the wishes of these non-conformists.

Like many IL.iberal measures since,
this first disestablishment bill, passed
by the Hpuse of Commons by a major-
ity of forty-four in a House of 564, was
thrown out by the House of Lords. Not
until H. H. Asquith, who, as home sec-
retary, introduced that first bill, became
minister and undertook the huge task of
curbing the power of the upper cham-
ber, was there any hope of a bill to dis-
establish /the church beéoming a law, so
strongly are the Lords on thé side of
the established church in all matters of
the kind. Now, however, they have to
bow to the inevitable. Under the parlia-
ment act, the bill having passed the
House of Commons three times, becomes
law no matter what the attitude the
House of Lords takes.

A Long, Hard Fight

It has been a long hard fight for those
who desired the disestablishment of the
church. In the first debate on the bill
introduced by Mr. Asquith in 1895 the
opposition was led by Mr. Balfour, who
also spoke against the present measure,
and the then home secretary-had to face
all the then big guns of the Conservat-

Joseph Chamberlain, then a strong ad-
vocate of disestablishment, but now,
with all his followers, an apponent of
it. Mr. Asquith’s labor on that occasien,
as that of many of his successors in af-
ter years was wasted. As soon as the
bill reached the Lords it was thown out
without consideration. Now the Lords
are powerless, except to make sugges-

above all the Irish Nationalists, who
voted regularly for the bill, perhaps not
so much because they liked its principles
as because of a desire to get it out of
the way to give a clear road for the

While ‘home rule has attracted more
attention, on . account of the opposition
of a portion of Ulster, the Welsh church
bill has created almost as much feeling
between the two political parties, and
between the Church of England and the
Liberals. The Welsh Liberals—and with
one or two exceptions all members of
the House of Commons from' the prin-
cipality are Liberals—were busy early
and late urging the passage of the bill,
and supporting candidates in constituen-
cies throughout the kingdom pledged to
vote for it. The bishops and their sup-
porters were just as busy. In every bye-
election, organizations opposed to dises-
tablishment enfered the constituency to
fight candidates’ who favored the bill,
and Liberal churchmen were particular-
ly urged to go against their party on
this measure. All this has counted heav-
ily against the government and several

bye-elections have been influenced by it.|

Mr. Asquith has, however, gone stead-

ily forward, endeavoring to carry out the ||

pledges he gave the Welshmen twenty
years ago to .disestablish the church
when it was in his power to do so.
Now that the disestablishment bill has
been passed it is believed that all the
old animosities aroused by it: will be
buried. The government at any rate has
taken the first step toward that happy
conclusion by appointing a non-partisan
commission to earry out the provisions
of the bill. This commission is composed
of Sir Henry-Primrose, a civil servant
of long and distipguished service, who is
a member of, the Episcopal Church of
Scotland; Sir William  Plender, a char-
tered accountant, methber of the Church
of England, and Sir Herbert Roberts, a
Welsh non-corformist member of the
House, of Commons.
- The functions of the commission will
be judicial, administrative and actuarial

They will have to determine the alloca-
or

tion of border parishes to English
Welsh dioceses; decide what is Welsh
ecclesiastical property, which on the

passage of the bill becomes vested in
them; and they will have to distribute

among the ultimate beneficiaries, the
Church Repfesentative Body, the Welsh

The bishops and clergy
will continue to receive their present in-
comes so long as they hold their ofﬁ_ces,
and ‘they will ‘also be left in the enjoy-
ment of their palaces and parsonages.
The present incumbent will moreover
retain possession of the'glebes and can
at any time within five years exchange
their existing interests in the emolu-
ments of office for an annuity, and
thereupon retire. Churches and church
buildings, including residences of the
clergy, plate and furniture, all fungs and
endowments specially al}ocated to the re-
pair, restoratien, or improvement of
churches or ecclesiastical residences, all
Lclosed: burial grounds and private bene-
factions made since 1862 remain vested
in the church. ' -

What the church loses are the burial
grounds and glebes and . tithe rent
charges, which go to the county and
borough councils, and which produce the
greater part of the amount mentioned.
The money will be devoted to health
and educational purposes.

While strongly opposed to disestab-
lishment, the Church party attack more
stubbornly the disendowment proposals,
which they say will cripple the Church
in Wales. In Cardiff, for example, it is
estimated that of the present income of
$14,000, outside subscriptions, only $3,000
will be left.
