T. McAvity & Sons, Ltd., from designs 
made and carved by John Rogerson. 
There are now in the plot thirty-three 
soldiers’ graves each one marked by a 
white headstone with number and in­
itials in addition to a small LTnion Jack, 
while a lady interested in soldiers keeps 
fresh flowers continually on the plot.
