Patterson is desecribed as a
butcher and a labor agitator; Mitchell is
said to be a storekeeper; Hooper is
classed as a carpentéer; Ellis is alleged to
be a private detective and the occupa-
tion of Fries and Nicholles unknown.

A prominent Uitlander said to a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press; “My
i own view‘is that a few, unknown and ir-
responsible people mniet together to dis-
cuss means of defence in ease the neces-
sity for such action arose. Those who
are acquainted with. Johannesburg know:
that

Such Precautions are Necessary.

There was the greatest unrest and fer-
ment there when I left, but the state-
ment that theré has’been a conspiracy
during the: past four months and ‘that
the South! African League was connected
with it is nntrue. . No Uitlander is allow-
ed to possess a rifle, yet at every corner
are policemen armed with rifles and re-
volvers. The feeling of alarm on the ar-
rival of the Boer artillery can be con-
ceived. It is a signiﬁ(mflt faet that the
feeling which in 1895 was limited to the
capitalist clasd has now gone lower down
and has reached the ordinary working
class of shop keepers of Johannesburg.”

In response to’inquiries on the subject
made in government circles; the corres- .
pondent: of the Associated ‘Press -was
told to-day that the statement that the
men arrested at Johannesburg acted un-
der ‘insructions from the British war
office, wae “too absurd for refutation.”
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
