Corpl
Burnett was removed to the hospital, but
died shortly after entering, his lungs be-
ing cooked from inhaling steam. The
two Worswicks were terribly scaldel
and bruised. Thomas may die, Dun-
levy.and Tutt are in a safe way to re-
covery.
